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THE PRICE OF COTTON SILVER IN MEXICO
RNED BY THE LAW OP SUPPLY

AND DEMAND

ree stlverlte Should Study Thli Etitorj
of Io In lion and Price Since 1791
What the Record of Crops Proves Sil-
ver

¬

Ha Mo Effect on Prices
The spread of free coinage sentiment

in the southern states has been almost
entirely dne to the belief that the low
price of cotton was caused by the adop-
tion

¬

of the gold standard The main
argument of the advocates of a 60 cent
dollar in this section of the country has
been that the alleged demonetization of
silver was the cause of the marked fall
in cotton during the past 23 years

A bulletin just israed by the depart-
ment

¬

of agriculture giving the history
of the production and price of cotton for
oer 100 years proves conclusively that
he use of silver as money has nothing

to do with the decline in value of cot
tou B ginniug with 1791 with a crop

-- si bales worth on an average 26
cents per pound in the United States
the production rapidly increased daring
the next ten years to 210680 bales and
the price at the same time advanced to
44 cents In 1802 the orop was 241228
bales of which 120619 were shipped to

Britain but owing to the great-
ly

¬

increased supply and a large stock
154000 bales on hand at the close of
the year the price dropped to 19 cents
per pound in New York

In spite of this remarkable decrease
in price the crop increased to 340000
bales in 1610 worth 16 oents In 1816
the crop was 457565 bales but the
enormously increased demand from
Great Britain forced prices up to 29
9m and the next year to 84 cents

ILese btga prices caused an increase in
tne acreage of cotton and by 1820 the
crop was Hiiioiii bales and the price
dropped to 1 cents The production in ¬

creasing prices foil in 1826 to 1140
cent- - and in 1827 with a crop of 957
281 bales and with 663860 bales in
stock to sj cents

Bv ISM an increase in the European
demand for cotton had advanced the
pn e to nearly 13 cents with a crop of
1 205394 bales For the next five years
prices fluctuated widely averaging from
7

4 to 21 cents per pound and when in
IB40 the crop amounted ro 21 7TS 5
bales the average price went down to
ft cents The great crops and the ac
cnninlutiou of large stocks in Liverpool
caused a still further decline in lsj- -

reaching 6 cents the lowest recorded
price with a crop of ltMM3 bales
By 1850 prices had advanced to 12 ii4
cents and for the next teu years aver ¬

aged about 11 cents the crop increasing
to 3fijido7 in 1806 and to 4661393
in Ibtli i

The war which broke out in 1861
brought on the cotton panic which
lasted to 1W when prices went as high
as 61 Kit per pound The close of the
war left many of the rntsntl growiin
states in an impoverished s oudition and
it Was not until 1876 that the crop was
as large as that of I860 In the mean-
time the price had fallen with the grad
mil increase in production until in 1871
with a crop of 43533 7 hales it aver
aged 1696 cents In 1872 cotton was
badly damaged by exeessive rains and
with a crop of only 2H74351 bales the
price reached 9048 In 1880 the crop
waa67613fil bales and the price had
fallen to 1909

The increased European demand for a
time prevented prices falling to the level
of the decade previous to the war but
by 18M the stock on hand began to in ¬

crease beyond the demand and in 18U
the nuheard of crop of 8669697 bales
forced the price down to 903 cents In
1899 the crop was 9066879 bales the
stock on hand amounting to 9966000
bales Prices fell to 714 cents but ad ¬

vanced in 1893 when on account of nn
favoiable weather the crop f ll off to
6700366 hales to 8 24 cents An in ¬

crease to 7 5 19 HIT bales in 1864 was
followed by a di clme m price and the
greatest crop on record in 1896 anionnt
ing to about 9476435 bales brought
down the price to 6 96

The following table gives the compar-
ative

¬

crops and stocks of cottii and the
lowest and highest prices in the United
Mat s for two decades showing that
prices reached the lowest point during
the years when the accnmnlation of sur-
plus

¬

stocks was the largest and that
those were the years of largest crops
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This record of crops and prices proves
that instead if liemg cansed by an in ¬

crease or decrease in the nse of silver
money the price of cotton dejiends in
every case on the relation between sup-
ply

¬

and demand Larger crops have re-

sulted
¬

in falling prices and when in a
few years with an increased crop prices
adviiin ed it was the increased European
demand which meant that the crop was
not larger as compared with eonsump
tion which regulated the price The
record fnrther proves that in the year
1845 when the silventes claim that sil-
ver was the unit of valne the price of
cotton in the United States was lowr
than at any time in the history of the
country In view of these facts we
should hear no more of the price of cot-

ton
¬

as a reason for debasing our currency
by putting it on the silver standard

Senator Turpi a Blind I eailcr
Senator Turpie of Indiana tries to

break the force of what is known as
the hammer test of money that is
the fact that a gold com beaten oat of
shape retains its value while a silver
com treated in the same way loses half
its valne by claiming that on account
of the one tenth alloy a 10 goldpiece
would ouy be worth 9 if it were put
under the hammer Senator Tumieoncht
to know better than to delude his fol-
lowers with such misleading nonsense
The weight of the pure gold in a 10
coin is the same as in an ineot worth

10 The alloy has nothing to do with
the value of our gold coins as ry

manufacturer who melts down dou-
ble eagles tor use in his business can
tell the Indiana statesman It is the
23 2 10 grains of gold which constitute
the value of the standard dollars of
25 8 10 grains and that weight of gold
s worth just as much when the coin

containing it is melted or hammered
out of shape Thousands of 10 and 620
pieces are melted every year for use in
the aits Does Senator Turpie suppose
that business men are foolish enough to
pay 10 for 9 worth of gold merely be-
cause it happens to be in the form of a
coin

The Condition of the Toiler In That Coun-
try

about them Among these is the condi-

tion
¬

of the people of Mexico which ev
erybody knows is in every respect in-

ferior
¬

to that of the people of the United
Yet the silverites have cheek

enough to brazenly claim that the Mex ¬

icans an more prosperous than we are
The following letter recently published
hi the New York Sun shows the real
facts as to Mexicos alleged prosperity

Mrxu ii July 6 1895
The fight over the financial qnesttoa

now ou m the United Mates il watched
with eagerness and interest by mine
owners here Whenever the United
States throws open her mints to the free
and unlimited coinage of silver the
mining property of Mexico will be en
haiiii il in v line in the same proportion
as that in Colorado tiorih experience
has shown that the salary of the laborer
will be the samoaat leist SO far as Mex
ico is copeernedL The dividend of the
stockholder will alone be incrraeed

The average of wages ranges from IL

to 96 cents a day m the cities and haci ¬

endas or plantations of Mexico and in
the remote mining districts it is a little
more All laborers have to find them-
selves

¬

in Mexico jn all plantations
there are stores owned by the landlord
What is usually earned by labor on the
land is always spent with the owner of it

The quest ioa naturally arises espe ¬

cially after one has heard the promises of
the silver men on the floors of congress
Why have wages not risen in Mexico
Why even on a silver basis are they so
much lower than tin- lowest paid in the
United Stati s- - It niu t be remembered
too that the wages paid here are in a
depreciated com worth only half as
much as the sane- amount received for
labor in the United States

On all sides one hears the answer that
the si her basis in Mexico is not respon
sible for the low wages This is partially
true but still wages have not increased
or made auv advance under the freo
coinage of silver The chief argument
of the silver seen in the States seems to
be that Wages will advance and that
tin- volume of currency will be largely
lnllati d

N thing which has been promised by
the silver men has come to pass here
Wages are lower and living higher
Since silver has decreased in value to
aliont one half everything produced in
this country which compete with the
markets of the world has increased pro-
portionately

¬

The only products which
have remained at nominally the old
figure are those which are not grown for
eiorr ana wnicli do not i umi- m con ¬

tact with similar products grown m
countries which have a sound currency
Even coffee which is one of the staple
products has risen to such a mint as to
practically 1h- beyond the reach of the
peon and the ashorar while the only
betf ever in reach of the peon is that
which is cut from the dead animals att
er the bull fight

Butter is so dear M to make it a lux-
ury

¬

to all classes and it is ordered in
restaurants as dainties are Beer which
is a standard drink here sells for 15
cents a glass and the only liquor which
is to Ik- - had by the laboring classes b a
native drink called pnlfme a milk
like looking beverage which produces
some of the results of the malt product
without possessing any of its virtues

When these facts are pointed out to
the silvr man from the Mates heat
Oswe says that such a condition of things
could not exist there that latmr is too
well organized to permit such a state of
affairs to last The potttieiaa M well as
the laborer knows that there can he no
fictitious value in labor and moreover
that less than I pec cent of the great
mass of labor m the United States is or-
ganized The low wages here are not
confined alone to what may termed
the bboriag class but all salaries n
proportionately small The best of clerks
in the stores get from 650 to 100 a
month The most exj it liookkoepers
can seldom get more than from 600 totn a month Yet in this class of life
the clothes they wear the food they eat
are bought at gold prices While his
salary is higher yet the bookkeepers
necessities are so much the greater

Argue as they will there can lie but
one result from a silver basis in the
United States which ehoald le made
clear to all who are dependent for their
living upon their labor It is that wages
would not be perceptibly increased and
that the purchasing power of those
wages would be diminished almost half

Rents have been steadily advancing
here and they would lie put up in any
