following circular letter to medical
referees and boards of health in Ken-
tucky has been sent out by Secretarv
McCormack of the state board ol
health

Within the last few mrmths a nura
ber of so called doctors claiming tc
represent cure all concerns in Indian-
apolis Chicago or Cincinnati have
made their appearance in many sec
tions of tht state searching for the
afcted of every class maimed halt
deaf or blind By plyinjr their voca-
tion secretly in outlying districts
moving rapidly from county to county
and by taning negotiable notes pay-
able outside of tne state which are
at once discounted to cut off the plea
of fraud they have attempted to avoid
prosecution and so far have usually
succeeded

Rports coming to this office indi
cate that thousands of dollars are be
ing- taken from our people every
month in this way and generally from
allleted families least able to bear the
loss One of these fellows was con
victed in Grant county last week and
warrants will be taken out for others
within the next few days

I write to ask you to be on the
lookout for them in your county and
to take out warrants for them when
ever evidence can be obt lined They
can easily be convicted whether they
or the home concern get the money
Asa warning to the afflicted it may be

well for you to have this letter printed
in your country papers

the club was used the doctor feuren
fracture of the skull ut the base might
result from d blow ou the top of the
head that is the fructure might be
transmitted to the base of the skull in
stead of ut the place of contact Dr
Nelson could not get any dead bodies
in the vicinity to experiment on so he
got permission to use subjects at the
morgue in New York

He tried skulls by hitting them on
the forehead and top of the head strik-
ing
