Death af Cassius Crooke.

Col. Cassius Crooke, of Altamont,
who came to The Joseph Price Hospital
recently in order to receive the attention
of its doctors aud trained nurses, died
there Wednesday night, of kidney heart
and stomach trouble, aged 63 years. He
was born in Madison county and at the
close of the war went into the coal busi-
ness in Jackson couuty, but soon left for
Pine Hill, where he ran the mines for 10
years, after which he opened a coal miue
and founded the town of Altamont,
Laurel countv, aud was principal oper-
ator and prebident of the Altamont Coal
Co. for a period of 15 years In 1895 he
commenced, the construction of a rail-

road from Altamont to Manchester, and
succeeded in building"31 miles of it. He
was the pioneer coal operator in Eastern
Kentucky and was a man of indomitable
energy ami enterprise. He madea great
deal of mouey but spent it liberally fr
the good of mankind and in developing
resources and opening up further fields,
of labor.

In 1879, Col. Crooke married Miss Ce-li- a,

daughter of the late Col. Jack Ad-

ams, of Mt. Vernon, aud to them two
children, Misses Lucy and Celia, were
born, both of whom survive. Mrs.
Crooke died in 18S2, the blow almost
paralyziug.her devoted husband, who to-

day at 10 o'clock will be laid by her side
in the cemetery at Mt. Vernon. Thirty
years ago, Col. Crooke joiued the Meth-
odist church at Somerset and Mr. C. S.

KENTUCKY

CROP REPORT.

CONDITION OF STOCK

AND CROPS.

July 1, 1896.

The report on condition of crops and
stock on June 30, embracing replies from
159 correspondents, representing 101
counties:

wheat.
The wheat crop was harvested with-

out any marked changes in condition as
indicated in the report of last month. As
indicated in the precedent report, a con-

siderable per cent of the acreage was too
inferior to harvest. The acreage harvest-
ed, as compared w ith r.n average year, is
68. Threshing has begun, and the yield
in some of the counties where the crop
was most promising, has fallen short of
expectations on account of damage from
chinch bug. On the other hand the
yield in the central and eastern sections,
w here the crop promised little, has ex-

ceeded expectations.
The average yield per acre oer the

State is 6j bushels. Tliose counties re-

porting the largest yie.d are Nelson, 12
bushels; Carlise, 10 bushels; Fulton 11

bushels; Trigg, 10 bumels; Union, 11

bushels, and Henderson 9 bushels. Those
counties reporting tha smallest yields
are Allen, Breckinridgo, Hardiu, Madi-
son, Meade, Oldham, Simpson aud Wash-
ington, 4 bushels each, uudbutler 3 bush-
els. .

CORN.

The condition of the corn crop repre-
sents all stages, ary ng from a Yery
low condition in the western counties,
caused by continued excessive rains, to
a condition in the central and eastern
portions of the State uniformly reported
as the best prospects ever known at this
season of the year. Western Kentucky
has experienced an unprecedented sea-

son of rainfall, which has for the past
six weeks prevented cultivation as well
as planting; as a consequence, the crop
is an entire failure in bottoms and low-

lands On the upland a cessation ot
rain now would admit of a great part of
the damage being repaired, but under no
circumstances can a full crop be obtained
even on the uplands.

In the centra! counties the only ad-

verse circumstances reported are dam-
age from chich bug and washing up the
crop by severe local rain storms. The
crop is reported as laid by in good con-

dition in this Eection. The counties re-

porting the highest average of condition
are Henry and Rowan 120; Bourbon and
Bracken 115; Pendelton 112, Boone, Lin
coin and Shelby 110; Montgomery 10S;

Taylor 106; Metcalf, Robertson and
Scott 105. The counties reporting the
lowest average conditions are: Marshall
50; Graves 52; Union Mid Ballard 57;
Webster 60; Calloway 62; McOracken
67; Caldwell 68

TOBACCO.

The tobacco crop represents much
the same condition as shown in the
corn crop The western ixiuuties univer-
sally report alow averags condition, cul-

minating in a total failure in a few coun-

ties. The crop in this section, even on
the hill lands, is reported as overrun
with grass and weeds, yellow from ex-

cessive moisture, and boing plowed up
and planted to other crops.

In the central counties the crop, with
the exception of the bottoms in some
sections, is the finest and most advanced

ever known at this period. A large por-

tion of the crop was topped by July 1 and
the cultivation has baen first-clas-s.

Worms are reported as ahundant. Some
fear is expressed that the crop is too far
advanced tor the season. The acreage
has been reduced since the crop was set
by the abandonment of fields in the
western counties, eo that on July 1 the
number of acres growing as compared
with an average year, is 7ik General av-

erage condition over the State 92. The
counties showing an avenge of 110 and
over are: Woodford, Per dleton, Owen.
Lincoln, Henry, Green, Franklin, Clark
and Backeu. Of these, the counties of
Bracken and Franklin report the highest
average, 125 each. The lowest averages
are for Graves 37; Carlisle and Marshall
50; McCracken 57; Hopkins 60 and Un
ion 62.

OHCHARD ORAIS.

The crop for seed is very much in the
nature of a failure, only 61 per cent of an
average acreage being harvested.
