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THEOSOPHISTS VISIT EGYPT.

Ueconlze Places They Ccd to LItc In
Acs Ago.

The "crusade" of the world inaugu-late- d

by her six Amer-
ican disciples is meeting with remark-nbl- e

suceess, according to reports.
Nearly all the great cities of Europe
hae been visited, and in each, it is said,
a flourishing theosophical organization
has been left behind. There are now.
it appears, societies in London, Dublin,
Liverpool, Edinburgh, Paris, Amster- -
dam, Stockholm, Yienna and Athens,
besides numerous lesser cities, and in
England, Scotland, Ireland, Sweden,
Holland, Germany and Greece there
were enough societies to necessitate the
formation of national federations.

They attribute thcirsuccess in Athens
to the "practical identity of the teach-

BIG GUNS TESTED.

Experiments 7itli Disappoarirv?
Cannon at "Willot's Point, N. Y.

Die Projectiles Sect Out Into tlie Sound
Six JI lies with a Velocity, of 2,011

lcct Per Secantl Satisfactory
Kesults Obtained.

A test of one of the monster ten-inc- h

disappearing guns at Willets Point, N.
Y., was made the other day under the
direction of Capt. W. A. Crozier and
LieuU C. B. Wheeler, of the ordnance
department of the army. The trial met
with all the success that could be de-

sired, and it was particularly gratify-
ing, to Capt. Crozier, who is one of the
inventors of the Bufiington-Crozie- r car-
riage upon which the two guns here
are mounted. The other gun and car-
riage had been tested at Sandy Hook
before they were brought there.

Until the test was made it was many
years since any projectile was fired
out into the sound, except on an occa-

sion a year ago when, through the
of the corporal in

charge of the signal gun. the ramrod
was forgotten at the firing of reveille
one morning and was hurled across the
bay in the direction of Fort Schyler.

The projectiles which these guns
throw are of steel, with pointed ends,
and weigh 575 pounds each. When the j

projectile was raised by means of a
small derrick attachment on the gun I

and pushed home, a charge of 140 pounds
of powder was brought in bags and put
into the breech. In a short time every-
thing was in readiness for the first shot.

Finally Lieut. Wheeler shouted that
all was ready. The spectators muffled
their ears and braced themselves for
the shock. There was a deafening re-

port, followed by.a loud whistling noise j

made by the projectile as it shot '

through the air over the heads of the
boatmen who were between the fort
and the point at which the officers had
figcred the projectile would strike the .

water. The smoke soon cleared away
and those on the fort saw the great
splash made by the projectile when it
struck. With this small charge of
powder Lieut Wheeler sn'd the velocity
of the projectile was 1,470 fectapecond.

GOLD IN AUSTRALIA.

A Study of tho Mint Returns CSood Cri-

terion of Progress of "Mining Industry.
Consul-Gener- al Maratta, writing the

department of btate from Melbourne, on
the mint returns for the quarter ended
September 30, says they are of much in-

terest in connection with the gold dis-c- ot

erics in the colony of West Australia.
Almost all the gold produced in that
colony is brought to the Melbourne
mint and a prettj' sure criterion of the
progress or otherwise of the industry is
furnished. For the first nine months
of the current year the mint received
only 152,259 ounces of gold from west-
ern Australia, against 160,049 last year,
a decrease of fi,690 ounces. Taken in
connection with the exceedingly un-

sound boom now in full career at Perth,
the capital of that colony, the falling
off is an unhealthy omen. It would be
unfair, however, to be too pronounced
until the gold fields arc in proper going
order, but there is obviously room for
the exerciso of n great, deal of caution
on the part of investors.. As regards
the receipt of gold by the mint from
other sources it is very satisfactory to
note that Victoria has up to the present
time supplied 5C0.330 ounces against
52(5,570 for the corresponding period of
1S04, and if the same rate of increase is
continued the production of the colony
for 189G will be about 775,000 ounces.
Imports of gold from New Zealand and
Tasmania show large increases, but
much less has been received from South
Australia. The total quantity of gold
received by the mint from January to
September 30 this year, is 857,041,
against 785,752 for the corresponding
period last year.

NEW POST OFFICE PLANS.

Special Commission to Pass Upon tho
Chicago Design.

The plans for the new Chicago post
office, which have been prepared by

NEW GUNS FOR GERMAN NAVY.

Fighting Power of the Crnlscrs to B
Greatly Increase!.

Emperor William's orders to arm all
the modern cssels of the German navy
with 15, 21 and 21 centimeter Krupp
quick-fir- e guns has given immense sat-
isfaction to naval men. These gun
are said by experts to place the German
ships ahead in fighting power of those
of any foreign navy. In fact, they ore'
declared to be six times more powerful
thnn other vessels of the same size.

Orders amounting to many millions
of marks have alreadj- - been placed with
Herr Krupp, who hopes soon to jbe able
to apply his latest intention to the 23
centimeter guns.

For thc army artillery a similar new
equipment will be made, and the cav-

alry will get a new Mauser self-loadi-

retolter, which is said to be an ideal
weapon at close quarters, while it is
also carried up to 1,000 meters. The
breech can be lengthened mechanical-
ly and adjusted to the shoulder for aim-

ing.

His t oca tton was that of tobacco
buyer, and at one time he was in good
ciicumstances. One of his daughters
was at oue time nn inmate of a resort.
Later she and her lover met tragic
deaths in a Cincinnati hotel by suicide,
the lovt-- r first shooting his sweetheart
and then firing a bullet into his own
brain.

ord was that which Clite committed
when he put Admiral Watson's name to
the treaty between Meer Janler and the
East India company, for the purpose of
deceiving Omichund, the Hindoo bank-
er, who acted as intermediary between
Surajah Dowiah, nabob of Bengal, and
the company. The direct result of the
forgery was the battle of Plassey, and
the foundation of the British empire in
India.

The first attempt at the substitution
of iron for wood in shipbuilding was
made in 1821, but not until 1829 was
the practical value of the substitution
fully demonstrated.
