To Bo Held In New York for Bemofit of
Home Nemr Biaghamton.

The internntiopal commercial trav-
slers’ exposition to be held in New York
during the last two weeks of December
promises to be one of thie biggest things
of the kind in the history of philan-
thropy in this country. The object of
the enterprise Is to raise funds for the
completion of the Commercial Travel-
ers' home on South Mouuntain, near
Hinghamton, N, Y .and Tuesday, Decem-
ber 1, wos named aa pational commer-
clnl trovelers' day. Theaters, hotels,
business houses and enterprises of all
kinds throughout the couniry, running
nup into the thousands, donated a per-
centage of their receipts townrd the
fair fund, while drummers in every line
of business contributed a cash donation
to the same object. Money and exhib-
its for the falr are pouring in on the
executive commnittee, the cash contribu-
tions ranging from $1,000, the amount
contributed by the New York Telephone
company, dowmvard, One hundred of
the leading hotels in the United States
have agreed to contribute $10,000, and
the first ten season tickets for the fuir,
of an actuval value of two dollars each,
have already béen sold at figures vary-
ing from $100 L0 $200 ench.

ROOM FOR MORE CADETS.

Recommaendation That Congress Increase
Nuomber of Appelatments to West Polot.
The nnnual report of the board of

visitors to the West Point milltary acad-
emy recommends raising the require-
mwments for admisslon, so as to provide
that applicants shall be examined in
such subjects as may be prescribed
from time to time by Lhe secretary of
war before they shall be admitted to the
academy.

As the barracks and academic build-
ing were found fo be ample for the ac-
commodation of at least 88 more cadets,
or two at large for each stale in the
union, or one for each senator, and the
additional cost would be slight, the
board recommends that an sct of con-
gress should be passed, suthorizing the
nomination of one cadet by each United
States senator, in addition to those now
nominated by each member of the housa
of representatives.

The board of visitorm recommend ad-
ditions and improvementa at the acad-
emy barracks, extemsion and repairs of
riding bell and stables snd a number of
other improvements which they thini
will make the military academy the
most complete school of the kind in the
world.

PROSPERITY IN GERMANY.

Rejolcea Over Good Husinbss—American
Goods That Find Ready Sale

Consul J. C. Monsghan writes the
department of state from Chemnitz that
Germany rejoices over o good business
for the first three-quarters of this year.
Tncreased imports, especially of raw
material for manufaotures, and In-
creased exports of manufactured arti-
cles are the cause. The value of im-
ports for the first nine months was
$785,400,800, against $742,705,000 for the
corresponding; period of 1895, The tota!
exports for the first nine months of "96
were $038.044,000, agninst $598,285,000
for "05.

UNDERGROUND FIRE.

Has Beezx Burning for Weeks and Has
Caused Maoch Damage.

For o number of weeks an umder-
ground fire bas been burning near Co-
lumbus, N. J. Acres of ground have
been reduced to ashes, and the mighty
oaks of a valuable forest have been
felled by the ravages of the flames.
The fire is on the farm of Joseph Taylor,
It has burned from three to five acres
of woodland. When it first started it
was ottribnted to some young men
who frequented the woods on Sundays
in order to find an obscure place to
gamble, but this theory was soon dls-
pelled by the fact that the fire had not
burned on the surface, but beneath jt.
A blaze is never seen, but at times the
rmoke s impenetrably dense. One
morning last week when the wind
was blowing from the east It was im-
possible for those driving along the Co-
lumbos rood to see thelr horses, and
in order to pass through the cloud of
smoke they had to lead the frightened
snimals. When the fire first appeared
Taylor dammed a small ditch, with a
view to submerging the burning por-
tion. This was in a measure effectual,
but in & few days it burst forth again
in severnl other places. The fire seems
to burn at a depth of from one to two
feet from the surface. It turns the soil
into a fine reddish powder and eats awny
the roots of the trees,
