CONVICT CHILD FREED. ,
Gov. Bradley Bays III Confinement U a

Crime Against Civilisation.
Frankfobt, Ky., Feb. 6. James

the little nine-year-o- ld con-
vict from Boyd county, who entered
the penitentiary Wednesday, was par- -,

doned by Gov. Bradley Friday night.
After making. an official investiga-

tion, and without waiting- - for a formal
application for a pardon, tho governor
wrote out a pardon, on the face of
which he wrote the following indorse-
ment:

"The confinement of this boy is a
crime against Christian civilization.
A pardon is hereby granted to him."

The governor did not deliver the par-
don till he had found a good home for
the boy, who is an orphan and without
means to obtain transportation back
Catlettsburg. Martin Boyd, a color-
ed man, who has the reputation
of being one of the best and
most upright men of his race, was
sent for, and readily consented to take
the boy to his house, where he will re-
side temporarily and probably perma-
nently. At 6 o'clock the little fellow
was relieved of his stripes and joyfully
lert the prison walls for his new home.

BLACK CRIED

For Joj-- When He W Detailed at Loall-vll- l.
Kr.

Louisyivle, Ky., Feb. 6. Jailer
Clark, of Lsbanon, arrived in this city
Fnday morning after William Black,
the black brute who assaulted Mrs.

1 Clark there, intending to take the
prisoner back to the scene of his crimo
for trial. Ho decided, however, that
it was unsife to do so. Early Friday
morning, it is said, a mob was forming
there to take the man out and hang
him as soon as the jailer put in an ap-
pearance with him. I

For this reason he was allowed to
remain in the jail here. Black cried
for joy when it was decided not to re-
move him. Mr. Clark returned to Leb-
anon and will consult with Judge Pat-
terson before making another move in
the mater. The judge has declared
that Black shall have a fair trial with-
out molcstition, and he will certainly
not permit the prisoner to be taken
back to Lebanon until it is safe to do
so.

BRADLEY DENIES IT.

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GUARDS OVERPOWERED

And. Knbert Morton Taken Oat By a Hob
and Banged.

Bowling GuKKN,Ky.,Feb. 5. Robert
.Morton, colored, was hanged by a mob
about three miles from Rockfield,
shortly after midnight Wednesday
night. It is said that the negro, a sou
of a section hand at Rockfield wrote
en insulting and insinuating note to
Miss. Tommie Johnson, a well-know- n,

young white woman of Rockfield.
When this became known a posse
started at once to arrest Morton. When
they found him he ran and the officers
gave chase capturing him only after
threatening him several times.

After he was arrested ho was taken
to a house on tho Russcllville pike,
near town, and put under guard until
he could be brought here and lodged
in jaiL About 12 o'clock a party of
men appeared at the house, over-
powered the guards and took the pris-
oner away from them. They then pro-
ceeded with him about three miles
from Rockfield, hanged him and quick-
ly dispersed, going to their homes.

Morton's body was found Thursday
morning and cut down. Morton was
about twenty-on- e years old and did
not bear a good reputation.

COMPANY LIABLE

For Mistakes 3Iad- - in Transm'ttln;j Telr.
grnph Maaai;eft.

Frankfort, Ky., Feb. 5. The court
of appeals Thursday decided urease of
great importance to the Western Union
Telegraph Co. The amount involved
was small, as judgment for dam-
ages in the sum of only 250 is
sustained, but the principle upon
which it was decided means much
more than that to tho telegraph com-

pany. The case is Western Union
Telegraph Co. vs. Eubanks fc Russell,
from Sim-o- n county, and Judge Guffy
inthe opinion holds that the condition,
on the back of every telegraph blank
is void where it prorides that the com-
pany will not be liable for mistakes in
transmitting a message unless the mes-
sage is repeated. In other words, that
when the company sen Is a message it
is supposed to be sent without m!s-tak-es

and if a mistake is made and suit
for damages is filed it is not a good de-

fense for the company to plead the
provision on the back of the blank that
the message must be repeated. Courts

i other states hive ruled both ways
this same question and the authori-

ties are conflicting.

EXTRA SESSION
Or the Kentucky Leelslature Necessary

Thi Financial btraln Must lie K
. lleved.

Frankfort, Ky., Feb. 4 It seems
absolutely necessary that an extra
session of the legislature should ba
called soon, the sooner the better, not
so much for a senator as for other mat
ters, particularly finances.

Tho state treasurer is now refusing
to pay any old warrants, and says
he does not known how long he
will be able to pay current bills, 3nd
it is also a well-guarde- d secret
that the state's institutions are
asking or will ask, in their annual re-
ports some of which have as yet not
been made public for additional ap-
propriations. The governor will not
say whether he will appoint or not.
