At a meotingof the Louisville Clearing--

house association, Capt. John

Ho pointed out the fact
that when the banks and trust com-
panies made concessions and sub-
mitted to the Hewitt law, by which
taxes were increased from 50 to 75
cents on $100, the State promised that
they should not bo called upon to
make any more concessions. In the
face of this legal and binding con-
tract comes the bank tax law lately
passed.
