A State Income Tax.

New York Journal, March 12.1

Following in line with the recommen-daiio- n

of Comptroller Roberts that a new
inheritance tax be imposed by New
York State, Assemblymau Bates has in-

troduced an income tax bill into the
Legislature. It provides that after Jan-
uary 1, lfcOS, "a tax shall be levied upon
the gross profits and income received the
previous calendar year by every citizen
of the State, whether received from
property rents, interests, dividends, sala-

ries, or any source whatever. Such tax
is to be one half per cent, per annum on
an income over $1,000 and less than
$5,000; 1 per cent, "on sums over $5,000
and less than $10,000; 1J per cent, on
sums over $10,000 and kw than $20000;
2 per cent, on sums" over $20,000 and less
than $30,009; 2J per cent, on over $00,000
and less than $40,000 and one-ha- lf per
cent, tax added to every additional
$10,000 taxed up to $100.00o!"

As the Comptroller was denounced, so,
undoubtedly, will Mr. Bates be de-
nounced, as acianst'auk 'A narebist"
and no true man. But he will be sup-
ported in this, as the Comptroller was
supported in his proposal, by the great
masses of the people. Though the fact
has been lost sight of lately by a good
many persons, it still remains true that
the Maizes have equal political lights
w ith the commercially privileged few, and
this liates bill like the Hooerts recom-
mendation, shows that public sentiment
is rapidly making fcr the time when it
will use the majority right for the great-
est good of the greatest niitubf r.

Indications 6iich as thee are f st mul-
tiplying in every pait of the United
States, that tlie burdens of government
'eem to the people to be unjustly pro-
portioned, and that the opinion is be-

coming general that they must be
readjusted The old theory will at
nodktant day crybiahre again into prac-
tice the theory that taxation in our
present social system should be propor-
tioned to ability to bear taxation; in
other words, to the benefits obtained
from the Government taxation is neces-
sary to support.

5. That the Chairman and Secre
tary of this Committee are hereby
appointed a committee to provide
the ballots and make all arrange-
ments for holding said election.

6. It is ordered that all legally
qualified voters who consider them-
selves Democrats, and who will sup-
port the nominees of this primary
election, and all young men now
under the age of twenty-on- e years,
but who will attain their majority on
or before the clay of the next general
election in November, 1897, and who
declare their purpose and intention
to nililiato with the Democratic
party, shall bo entitled to vote in
said primary election.

7. That the Ghairman of this com-

mittee give public notice of said
election by posting a copy of this
order on the Court-hous-e door and
at twenty other public places in the
county, and shall publish a copy of

this order in every issue of the Ken-
tucky Register and Richmond Cli-
max from date of adoption to time
of said primary election.
