It is reported that Representative
Chion will introduce a bill at the com-
ing session of the Kentucky Legislature,
which, if adopted, will give the people of
the State reliefl from the extortion of the
American Book Co. It will give the
State exclosive control of the printing
and sale of books used in the public
schools which will be sold to the pupils
at actoal cost prices. If Mr. Chinn will
make his bill provide for a uniform sys
texn of text books, also, it will be one of
the most important and beneficial bills
ever introduced in the State Legislature,
and it ought to receive a unanimous
vote in that body.

At preseat the people of the Stale are
payiog two and three prices for school
books, and these exorbitant prices, in
connection with the absence of uniform-
ity in the books used, wakes the burden
a grnievous one, which is exceedingly
bard for poor people to bear. It is safe
1o assert that the school books of Ken-
tucky cost at least $500,000 & year more
than they ought (0 cost, every penny of
which goes into the vockets of the book
trust as excessive profits, If proper leg-
islation be enacted at Frankfort this
outrageons tribute, which the people ol
the State have been compelled to pay
to the robber book trust, will cease, and
poor peoples especially will experienve
great reliel.
