A pistol thought to have ohco been
owned by Daniel Boohe is now in

of Mr. J Len Ballard, of this
city. The weapon is an old-fashio- n

flint-loc- k of Revolution pattern, and
was plowed up by Howard Maupin's
son on Mrs. Ballard's farm, near Joe's
Lick, where the Squire Boono rock,
which now adorns the Court House
square, here, was unearthed a few
years ago. The pistol is in an excel-

lent state of preservation save tho
handle, which has crumbled into
dust. When found tho weapon was

foot beneath tho surface and encrust-
ed with rust. There are no marks on

by which it can bo identified, but
the fact that a bell and powder horn,
with "D. B." on them, and the rock,
with Squire Boone's name on it, were
found near tho samo spot is taken as

proof thai the pistol was once the
property of the great pioneer, who, it is
known, used to come up from Boons-boroug- h,

20 mile3 away, and hunt at
Joe's Lick. Those versed in antiquites
say it exactly corresponds with the
stylo of weapon in use in Boone's day,
and pronounced it genuine.
