Fierce Battle Between Marines,
Spanish Guerrilas and Regu-

lars at Gnanatanamo.

ENGAGIMENT ALMOST CONTINUOUS.

a mo. has been engaged in beating
off a bu'-- attack by Spanish guerillas
and regulars since 3 o'clock Saturday
afternoon. The lighting was almost
continue us for 13 hurs until C o'clock
Sunday morning, When reinforcements
were landed from the Murblehead.

Four of our men were killed and one
wounded. The advance pickets under
Licuts. Neville and Shaw are unac-
counted for. Among the killed is As-

sistant Surgeon John lilair Gibbs, son
of Maj. Gibbs, of the regular army,
who fell in the Custer mas."-acre- . Ilis
home was at Richmond. Va., but he
has been practicing in Xew York and
lie entered tne service since the war
begun. He was a very popular officer.
The others killed are Scrg. Charles H.
Smith, of Smallwood; l'rivate William
Dunphy, of Gloucester, Mass., and
Private James McColgan, of Stoneham,
Mass.

Corporal Class was accidentally
wounded in trie head.

The Spanish loss is unknown, but it
was probably considerable. The
splashes of blood found at daj'light at
the position the Spaninrds occupied in-

dicate fatalities, but their comrades
carried off the killed and wounded.

The engagement began with desul-
tory firing at the pickets 1,000 yards
inland from the ramp. Capt. Spicer's
company was doing guard duty and
was driven in, finally rallying on the
camp and repulsing the enemy at 5

o'clock. The bodies of privates Mc-

Colgan and Durphy were found, both
shot in the head. The large cavities
caused by the buiiets, which inside a
range of 500 yards hive a rotary mo-

tion, indicate that tile victims were
killed at close range. A

The bodies were stApped of shoes,
hats and cartridge belt and horribly
mutilated with machetck

When they were baought in the
whole battalion formeifi three sides of
a hollow square about tie camp on the
hill top. Below in tliel bay were the
war ships at anchor. Inland from the
hill camp is a deep raving and beyond
this are high hills. coun-
try is heavy with a thieket growth.
The sky was blanketed With clouds,
and when tho sun set a gale was blow-
ing .seaward. Night fel.. thick and im-

penetrable. 1

The Spanish squads coiictaled in the
chapparel cover had the advantage, the
Americans on the ridge furnishing fine
targets against the sky andl the white
tents. The Spaninrds fought from
cover till midnight, discoverable only
by flashes at which the marines fired
volleys. Tho repeaters souided like
crackers in a barrel.

The Marblehead launch, alColt ma
chine gun in her bow, pushm up the
bay enfilading the Spaninrds, Vnd it is
thought that some were klllea The
marines trailed much blood to he wa
ter's edge and there lost it. Sharks are
numerous in the vicinity.

The ships threw their search lights
ashore, the powerful electric! eyes
sweeping the deep tropic foliaga and
disclosing occasionally skulking! par-
ties of Spaniards. It all resembled a
transformation f cene at the harbor.

Assistant Surgeon Gibbs wii killed.'
He "was shot in the head in front of his
owu tent, the farthest point o5 attack.
He fell into the arms of tPriv'ate

Sullivan and both dropped. IA sec-

ond bullet threw dust irl their
faces. Surgeon Gibbs lived tei min-

utes, but did notrcgaih consciousness.
The surgeons of the hospital cbrps

then removed their :quartersAto the
trenches about the old Spanisl tAock- -
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fade north of the camp. The attacks
were continued at intervals through-
out the rest of thci.night, with firing
from small squads' in various direc-
tions.

Toward morning1 tho fire slackened.
Dawn is the favorite time for attack,
and, as the east paled, the marines
lying on their were aroused.
Some were actually asleep, as they had
no rest for ,4S hour.) and' tired nature
could no longer staad the strain. Ilut
no attack' came.

Three new field guns,
which could not hi used during the
night for fear of hitting our own men,
shelled several squads of Spaniards
after daylight. They dove into the
bushes like prairie dogs into burrows
as the shells broke over them in tho
gray dawn. As the correspond-
ent talked with Maj. Cockrell, who
was in charge of the out-
posts, word came of the finding of the
body of Sergt Smith. Ho was re-

ported as having been killed at five
o'clock on the previous day, but if ap-
pears that he had been seen alive at
ten o'clock In the evening. When and
how he was killed no one knows at
this writing. Neither had the men
been mustered nor haxl the outposts of
Lieut Neville and Shaw been relieved.

Lieut-Co- l. nuntinjton and Maj.
Cockrell gave high praise to the nerve
and steadiness of officers and men, es-

pecially the young ones, as the en-

gagement was a baptism of fire for a
large majority. The men were in
darkness and in a strange land, but
they stood to their posts with courage
and fortitude and there was no S3'mp-to- n

of panic.
The marines, though very much ex-

hausted, were eager for more fighting,
promising to inflict heavy punishment
They complimented the daring of the
Spaniards with characteristic camp
profanity.

Sunday the amplest precautions were
takeu and as the Dauntless left rein-
forcements were landing from the
Marblehead. A stormy time was ex-
pected.

Estimates vary as to the attacking
force, some say 200 and the figures run
as high as 1,000. CoL Campiua, the
Cuban guide, said the Spaniards were
mostly irregulars, but the reports of
the discharge of Mauser rifles would
indicate that they were regulars, as
most of the guerillas carry Reming-
tons. The Cuban guerillas, as a rule,
have more dash and courage than th'e
regulars.

The new campaign uniforms prove
satisfactory and are almost invisible
at a distance of 200 yards. The Lee
guns caused several accidents in draw-
ing cartridges. Corporal Glass shat-
tered his hand.

Despite the loss of the men, which is
keenly regretted, the marines rejoice
that they have been engaged in their
first fight on Cuban soil. They sailed
from New "ork; the day war was de-

clared and expected to land within a
week at Havana. Since then, until
landed on the shore of (iuantanamo
bay, they had been cooped up on the
Panther and they had begun to fear
that the troops would beat them after
all.

In controlling the outer harbor of
Guantanamo, where Lieut-Co- L Hunt-
ington's battalion of marines landed
on Friday, Rr. Adm. Sampson secures
possession of the Cuban terminus of
the French' cable to Hayti. The ap-

paratus in the office at the harbor
mouth was wrecked by a shell but
the cable steamer Adria has instru-
ments and operators aboard and di-

rect communication with Washing-
ton will soon be established. The dis-
tance overland to Santiago around the
bay is about sixty miles and the roads
have been rendered impassable by the
Cubans under Pedro Perez. The first
division of the Cuban army claims to
have 4,000 men, but these figures
arc probably over estimated. The
Cubans believe, that there are
about 3,503 soldiers in the vicin-

ity of Caimanera, which lies
at the entrance to the inner harbor.

miles. The two harbors are connected
by a narrow channel.

MANILA IS OURS.

New of tlie Capture) of the City by Adm.
UciTcy and Gen. Ac;uinnldo Reported

victory by hauling down the Spanish
flag and running up the stars and

Considers the Deed One of the
Bravest Since Cushlng's.

Washington, Juno 13. The navy de-

partment Saturday posted tho follow-
ing bulletin giving a detailed official
report from Adm. Sampson upon the
heroism of Lieut Hobson and his
men ln sinking tho Merrlmac in the
Santiago channel:

"United States Flagship New
York, Off Santiago, June 3, 180S.

Permit me to call your special atten-
tion to Assistant Naval Constructor
Hobson. As stated in a special tele-
gram, before coming hero I decided to
make the harbor . entrance secure
against the possibility of egress by
Spanish ships by obstructing the
narrow part of the entrance by
sinking a collier at that point Upon
calling upon Mr. Hobson for his pro-
fessional opinion as to a sure method
of sinking the ship he manifested the
most lively interest in the problem-Afte- r

several days' consideration he
presented a solution which he consid-
ered would insure the immediate sink-
ing of the ship when she reached the
desired point in the channel.
This plan we prepared for execution
when we reached Santiago. The plan
contemplated a crew of only seven
men and Mr. Hobson, who begged
that it might bo intrusted to him.
The anchor chains woro arranged on
decMorboth the anchors, forward and
aft, the plan inoludiuj; tho anchoring
of the ship almost automatically.

As soon as I reached Santiago and I
had the collier to work upon and the
details were completed, and diligently
prosecuted hoping to complete them
in one day as the moon and tide served
best the first night after our arrivaL
Notwithstanding every effort the hour
of 4 o'clock in the morning arrived,
and the preparation was scarcely com-
pleted. After a careful inspection of
the final preparations I was forced to
relinquish the plan for that morning
as dawn was breaking. , Mr. Hobson
begged to try it at all hazards.

This morning proved mora propi-
tious, as a prompt start could be made.
Nothing could have been more gallant-
ly executed. We waited impatiently af-

ter the firing by the Spaniards had ceas-
ed. When they did notre-appe- ar from
'the hartor at 0 o'clock I feared that
they had all perished. A steam launch,
which had been sent in charge of Naval
Cadet Powell to rescue the men, ap-

peared at this time coming out under
a persistent fire of the batteries, but
brought none of the crew.- - A careful
inspection of the harbor from. this ship
showed that the vessel Mcrrimac had
been sunk in the channel, g

This afternoon tho chief of staff of
Adm. Ccrvera came out under a flag
of truco with a letter from the ad-

miral extolling the bravery of the
crew in an uuusual matter.

I carx not myself too earnestly ex-

press my appreciation of the conduct
of Mr. Hobson and his gallant crew.
I venture to say that a more brave and
daring thing has not been done since
Gushing blew up the Albermarle.

Referring to the inspiring letter
which you addressed to-- the officers at
the beginning of the war I am sure
you will offer a suitable professional
reward to Mr. Hobson "and his com-
panions.

I must add that .Commander J. M.
Miller relinquished his command with
the very greatest reluctance believing
he would retain his command under
all circumstances. He was, liowcvcr,
finally convinced that tho attempt
of another person to carry out the
multitude of details which had been in
preparation by Mr. nobson might en-

danger its proper execution. I there-
fore took thelibcrty to relieve him for
this reason only. There were hun-

dreds of volunteers who were anxious
to participatc there .were 150 from
the Iowa, nearly as many from this
ship, and largo numbers from all the,
other-ships- , officers and men alike.
