KENTUCKY CROP REPORT.

Condition ol Crops to June 1, 1898.

ltcplics vtero received this month
from 151 correspondents! repreKonting
104 counties.

WHEAT.
For tho benelit of tlio fniraers ot Ken-

tucky and others interested, n brief
review of tho condition of the wheat
crop in the principal wheat-growin- g

States, is presented. To use tho data
compiled by tho various Stato bureaus
would delay this report longer than is
desirable, and statements hero made
aro bancd upon information contained
in the U. S. Climate and Crop Service
for those States.

In the States of Ohio, Indiana, Mich-
igan and Illinois every indication
points to a full crop on an average
acreage. No damago whatever is re-

ported in (hcae Statos with tho excep-

tion injury from local wind and rain
storms in the State of Illinois. In Iowa
the crop of winter wheat has attained
a very rank growth, and apprehension
that the crop will fall or badly lodge is
felt. The rainfall has been excessive,
and tho crop sulfered from overflow
and storms, and is in danger of being
attacked by rust. Tlse spring wheat
crop of Iowa is very promising at this
stage.

In Nebraska, Kansas and Missouri
the crop is very rank in growth and
promises a full yield. The presence of
chinch bugs is noted in these States,
but no damage had so far resulted.
Spring wheat in Nebraska starts with
indications favorable for a large yield
and the acreage is largely increased.

In Kentucky the crop has improved
over the excellent condition shown on
May lfet, and now shows an average
condition for the State of 101, a gain of
three points during May. On June 1,
IS1)?, the condition was Do, on Juno 1,

ISiKi, the condition was Ol.
The Central Section continues to show

the highest average condition, 107, as
against 105 on May 1. Correspondents
report the crop unusually fine, heads
good length and well filled. In a num-
ber of counties lying north of a line
drawn from Franklin county to Rowan
county tho rainfall has been deficient
during May, and in these counties tho
crop is beginning to show tliecflectsof
drouth. An early harvest is indicated.

In tho Western Section the condition
averages 102, a gain of one point during
May. Here tho rainfall has been ex-

cessive throughout May, and leports of
rust on blades and damage otherwise
from excessive moisture are not infre-
quent. In Christian county the crop is
reported "badly rusted." Some fly is
noted in I.arue county.

In the Southeastern Section the con-
dition in those counties where wheat is
grown, averages 102, a gain of several
points during May.

COHN.

The condition of tho corn crop for the
SUite averages 52. On June 1,181)7,
the condition was S2, and June 1, 181K3,

the condition was 1)3. The stand was
generally good, and where the season
has been favorable has grown otf nicely.
Tho crop, however, has had to contend
with excessive moisture in Western
Section almost from date of planting
and, as might be inferred, the state of
cultivation is not the best, l'lauting
wits hardly completed with the close of
the month and the crop is generally in
a backward btate.

In the Central Section more favora-
ble conditions have prevailed, with a
corresondiiig improvement in condi-
tion The state of cultivation is 'on the
whole good, much of it having received
tho second plowing. In the Northern
countries of this section, where the rain-
fall

to
has been deficient, the crop is in

the clods.
In the Southeastern Section favora-

ble conditions have prevailed, and
while the ciop was late in planting the
stand was excellent, and the growth
and improvement has been steady.

Tho condition by sections is as fol
lows: Western S7, Central 91 and Eas-
tern 99.

OATS.
The condition of the oats crop shows

an improvement during May. The
improvement applies mainly to the
early-sow- n oats. That part of the crop
which was sown late is unpromising. to
The condition for tho State averages
01. On June 1, 1S97, the condition was a
82, and for June 1st, for 1S96. the condi-
tion was G9. By sections the following
conditions aro shown: "Western 90, is
Central 85, Eastern 92.

A REMEDY FOR GAPES.

It Is Easily Applied And Has Been Entirely
Successful Wherever It Has Been Tried.

Gapes occur chiefly on old farms and
destroy thousands of chicks every year.
It Is caused by a collection of small,
thread-lik- e worms in the windpipe of
the chicken. To kill these worms and
not injure the chicken is the thing to
do. Coal oil of tho cheaper grade is a
more eflectual insecticide than the re-

fined. Take a glass tube with a small
rubber bulb which the apothecaries sell
for a "medicine dropper," half fill it
with coal oil, and, inserting the tip into
tho windpipe, discharge tho oil. A
small oil can used for sewing machines
will do in place of the medicine drop-
per. Operate us follows: Place the
cnieken, oack down, between your
knees, and hold it gently; open the bill
and draw the touugo out. Seize the
lower mandible and tongue thus drawn
out boiweonthe forefinger and thumb-
nail of the left hand. This will bring
into view the opening into the wind-
pipe at the base of the tongue, into
winch gently insert the tube and dis-
charge the oil. Close the bill and bold
the head still for a few seconds. Then
let the chicken go, and it' will cough,
spattering some of the oil out, but
onough remains to destroy the worms,
and they will be coughed up and swal-
lowed. The gapes continue for a time
after the tieatment, but the iemedy will
be eflectual in every case, if pioperly
applied, and it may readily be repeat-
ed, if considered worth while, as often
is necessary. After a little practice it is
very easily applied, and always suc-
ceeds. Mirror and Farmer.

DISTILLERS

Will Be Compelled To Bear Additional Tax.

Kentucky distillers have discovered
that they will be compelled to bear an
additional tax burden if tho War Itev--
tniie Bill now in committee of the Sen-
ate goes into effect, This additional tax
u on warehouse receipts aud withdraw-
als, graded as follows:

Warehouse receipts less than $100,
taxed at 25 cents; warehouse receipts
$100 to $500, 50 cents; warehouse re
ceipts exceeding 500, SI ; entry for
withdrawals from bonded warebouee,50
cents.

A number of the distillers sent a tele-
gram to a representative now in Wash
ington requesting him to look into tho
matter, the general feeling being that
they should not be compelled to pay
any more taxes, since they "already pay
taxes amounting to about four tiiiiee us
much as the value of the product.

The tax on notices of withdrawal
seems particularly onerous to the dis-

tillers. The law requires that when a
distiller gets ready to take out whisky
he must notify the proper authorities.
When whisky is withdrawn the tax is
paid, so that a tax on a notice of with-
drawal is virtually a tax on a tax.

This provision, it Is claimed, is also a
discrimination against the distillers of
Kentucky, Pennsylvania and Alary laud
an J in favor of the spirits manufactu
rers of Indiana and Illinois. The whisky

now pay a tax, and in that way equalize
tho taxation.
