anium lavender cucalpytus etc and
attempts have been made with various

atiolUizers
ated with healing oils in contact with
the lining membrane of the inflamed
lungs But it was recognized that a
closer contact than that afforded by at-
omizers was desirable and for some
tune it has been the practice to give
these oils by tho stomach in the hopjT

that byabsprption by tho blood they
would be given off againeliminated-
as the doctors call itthrough the
lungs thus coming in contact with the
injured tissue Strange as it may seem
this roundabout method produced com ¬

paratively good results and much
creosote is now given to consumptives
with just that object in view

But now Dr Mendel has systematiz
ed the matter He does not content
himself with dropping a few drops hit
or miss but by experiment has dodd ¬

ed upon a mixture of the oils of thyme
eucalpytus and cinnamon mixed with

del is not satisfied topour oil into the
back of the mouth and trust to some of
it finding its way Into the breathing
apparatus He introduces the long
nozzle of his little syringeno larger
than 4 slate pencilback through the
mouth pass the tonsils and down over
the curve at the back of ones tongue
Thai is as far as one can see in a mir-
ror Then when the little door oyer
the larnyx the opigottis that
food from going the wrong way opens
he the tip of the nozzle In and
empties the syringe This isrepeated 3

The battle occurred shortly after the
noon hour while the great dining room
of the hotel was filled with guests and
the lobby crowded with politicians leg¬

islators and attendants upon the ad ¬
