Powerful Statement ol Facts,

{ Louisville News, March 12.]

The News has supported Governor
Taylor in his fight agaiust the attempt
to rob him of his office. Without any
partisan feeling in the matter it has
been for him because it believed he was
the victim of a couspiracy towhich the
Legislature, the election commission
and certain judges were parties.

He had the sapport of a
united party, and thousands of Demo-
crats, who detested his politics, were
ready to aid and defend Lim.
