Only one case was fatal and that
possessed undoubted complications of
other diseases, and the fact that no
other death ensned among 55 cases of
more or less virulence, iwmpelied the
City Fathers to strew a few fragrant
gourd-vines and sweet-smelling jimson-
weeds along the erstwhile thorny path-
wav of the Guardians of Public Health.

Not to be outdone by the City Dads
the Health Board, composed of Drs.
. H. Vaught, A. Wilkes Smith, H, C.
Jasper and Murison Dunn, got into the
floral business themselves, and when
the whirlwiad of eluquence had died
away the atmosphere was ladened with
sweet violets, attar of roses, extract of
Jockey Club, aud lillies of Powell’s
valley.
