Judge William Estill Walker was
born in Madison county Ky March 4
1 842 lie was a son of Dr Chas J and
Nancey E Walker He received a good
education at the local schools anti at State
College when it was located at Harrods
hnrg Ky He spent two years of his

ospeculation In May 1872 he was
married to Miss Dora M Leavell and
eight children blessed their union
Lewis L Charles J Martha infant son
who died iu 1880 William E Green
Clay Horace L and Nancy E The

rst ten years of his married life was
spent on the farm and in 1882 he was
elected Judge of Garrard county court
which place he held for two terms re ¬

using time nomination for the third In
1803 he entered the Internal Revenue
Seivice under President Clevelando
and continued therein until
bis death except P4rt of 1896 when he
was a member of the Kentucky Legis
lature While a Ken ¬

tucky House he wade a strong fight
for sound money in which ho lund
strong convictions

Judge Walker was a man of many
