The Star of Bethlehem.

An interesting discussion
is now on among English sci-
entists with respect to the
Star of Bethlehem. A Lon-
don cablegram to the Chicago
Inter-Ocean says: “‘David
Forbes hazards the supposi-
tion that it was the comet
called Halley’s comet, which
has an interval of approxi-
mately seventy-five years, ten
months, and six days. It
was last visible in October,
1835, and will probably, there
fore, be seen again in 1911
Halley, who saw the comet in
1682, predicted its return in
1759. Several reappearances
have beer observed. Pom-
pey’s defeat of Mithridates
in 152 B. C. was signalized
by one appearance; Josephus
mentions another at the de-
struction of Jerusalem, about
75 A. D. Mr. Forbes con-
tends that one of the returns
of the comet between these
two dates must have been
about the date of the birth of
Christ.
