Shot While Discharging His Duty.

Last Saturday evening about eight
o’clock, Policeman Timothy O'Ne)
was shot and seriously wounded by
Charley James.

vance on him. Mr. O'Neil. endeavering
to pacify the intoxicated man, halted
and attempted to reason with James,
and persuade him to surrender his gun
or else go on home, whither he had
started, and cease the disturbance.
After a considerable amount of talking
without any effect, Mr. O’Neil attemp-
tei to go closer to James, who again
threatented to shoot the policeman un-
less he stood back. Mr. O'Neil was ip-
formed bv Samuel, son of Charley
James, that the gun was not joaded,
rand that he peed nottear being shot.
He started away and then asked O'Neil
to come to where he was as he wished
to talk to Lhim. O'Neil started to him
and James raised his gun threatening
again to shoot. At this juncture O'Neil
‘informed James that he would let him
£o until morning, but then he wonld
be arrested and made to suffer for the
disturbance he had created. Evidently
realizing he had the officer at his mercy,
James indulged in a tirade of abuse,
and bringing his gun to his shoulder,
fired point blank at O’Neil, the load
taking effect in O’Neil’s left hand, tear-
ing it into shreds. The wounded man
was immediately taken to his home,
where Drs.Gibson and Bales ampatated
the injured member at the wrist, Some
of the shot struck O'Neil in the groin,
but no serious trouble will result from
these wounas. Sheriff Wagers. De-
puty Sheriff Colyer and Policeman De-
vore promptly pursued the assailant,
captured and Jodged him in jail. Mr.
O’Neil has the sympathy of the publie,
all regretting that such a brave and
efficient officer and citizen should be
maimed for life while in the discharge
of his duty.
