Occupies the Best Site On the Exposi ¬

tion Grounds For a State Edifice
Has Wide and Deep Lawn For Clue
Gass In Front and a Beautiful
Cluster of Cedar Trees in the Plot
To say that the Kentucky Building

at the Louisiana Purchase Exposi ¬

tion Is the most pretentious ever
erected to represent the State at
either a national or International fair
Is putting It very mildly If Kentuck-
Ians have been ashamed of their
State buildings at former expositions

and there is no denylss this fact
the assertion may be made without
fear of contradiction that no citizen of
the State will look upon the Ken ¬

tucky Building at the St Louis
Worlds Fair without feeling proud > f
his nativity and the building whlcl
marks the dawn of a new era in
Kentuckys life When It was stated
