Cholera-ha- s Crept into the
Hog Bens- - of Madison

County Heavily.

That dreaded disease among hog rais-
ers -- cholera, has crept into tho pens of
nearly all tho farmers of Madison county
this winter, and in many cases owners
were forced to ship their stock at onco
to prevent the entire loss.

Madison is one" of tho biggest hog
raisers of all tho counties in the state,
and for the past threo or four.years, tho
county has been practically free from
this dread disease. According to tho
export hog men of this county, it is
brought hero from the mountain coun
ties by hogs that have been allowed to
feed on acorns, and this thoy claim will
produce cholera quicker than anything
else, when tho animals nro brought to
tho Blucgrass and fed on corn,

Mr. Joo Biles, who is constantly
studying tho needs of the stockmen and
farmers in his stato as well as his nativo
county, is enthusiastic over the discov-
ery of the new serum, by which a drovo
of hogs can bo mado immune by tho
timely us.o of it. Ho investigated this
now discovery at Lexington soveral days
ago, whoa experts were making demon-
strations with it. A hog can now be
vaccinated against cholera just liko
human against small pox, and in a fow
years hog cholera will be practically
stamped out of tho country, and kept
out by tho use of this now discovery.
The only thing now is to get this virus
within tho reach of tho poor man's
purse. Every grower in tho county
should investigate this great preventa-
tive at onco

The hog industry will bring thousands
of dollars to Madison county growers
within the next few years if the proper
precaution is taken now. Information
on this subject can be obtained by writ
ing the Kentucky Experiment Station,
Lexington.

At the Madison County Stock Yards
last week 150 stock hogs shipped from
Beattyvillo brought 8 cts. They were
sold in bunches from twenty up.

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.The City Council and City
Streets.

The Mayor and present city council
have shown much interest and good
judgment in tho attention given tho
streets and side walks of tho city sinco
they began to direct the city's affairs,
but there isono important
w hich has been and sadly
neglected. It is tho South end of Sec-
ond street from Main to tho Campus.
This is ono of the most used streets in
the city and yet practically impassiblo
during much of the year. With about S00
students in thoNormal School and many
of them ladies and boarding in tho city
or rooming in the city and taking thoir
meals at Sullivan Hall, as tho dormitory
can not accommodate but a small part
of the present student body, it 'is neces- -

stiry that thoy tramp through tho mud
from the corner of tho campus to Water
street twice or more times per day
through rain or shino. This is totally
unreasonable to expect, when we re-

member the valuo of the school and tho
student body to tho material "and edu-
cational interest of tho city. Also all of
the persons living on tho Summit are
constrained to go a long way around or
to meet with a similar experience until
they reach Water street. It scorns only
just that tho 1000 or 1200 persons using
this streot constantly should bo provided
with a sido walk. Certainly no import-
ant section of.tho city is so overlooked
and if tho Mayor or Councilmen will
otdy try to get up this street just onco
after a. rain or thaw and sco what is en-

dured tho year round by tho persons
above mentioned, it will clear thoir
mind of any doubt as to tho imperative
need and justice of taking immediate
steps toward putting down this walk.
By all means, lot tho Mayor and Council
investigate this matter and render jus-tic- o

to whom justico is duo by putting
a substantial pavement on this import-
ant street at once.
