LINER LUSITANIA NOT ARMED

Germany Held to Have Been Misin-
formed as to Guns and Cargo on the
Big Passenger Ship—Imperial Gov-
ernment Asked Whether It Intends
to Abide by the Principles of Inter-
national Law—Message Based on
Grounds of Humanity.

Washington, June 11.—In its latest
note te Germany, tie United States
formally asks the imperial govern-
ment for assurances that measures
hereafter will be adopted to safeguard
“American lives and American ships"”
on the high seas.

Presldent Wilson has asked for a
prompt response to the new note,
and on the reply to this question
probably will depend whether or ot
the cordial relations between tue two
governments are to continue. This
demand is regarded by official Wash-
ington as the crux of the note which
President Wilson has dispatched to
Germany.

Two features of the note, while in
no wise modifying the demand for as
surances as to the future, hold the
door open to Germany for a possible
alteration of her submarine program.
One of these is the president’s invita-
tion to Germany to submit any “con-
vincing evidence" in its possession
that the United States officials falled
to perform taeir duties in examining
the Lusitania before she sailed. Tha
ather Is the president’s offer to convey
to Great Britain or Germany any in
timation or suggestion either govern
ment may be willing to make to the
other and his invitation to the imperial
Cerman government to make use of
the services of the United States in
this way.

The kernel of the president’s note
to Cermany is found in this coneclud.
ing sentence:

“The government of the Tnited
States, therefore, deems it reasonable
to expect that the imperial German
government will adopt the measures
necessary to put these principles
(thgse of internationa’ law) into prac-
tice in respect of the safeguarding
American ships and asks for assur-
gnces that this will be done.”

In addition to this demand, the
president In effect relterates all of
those contained in his previous note.
These included & demand for a dis-
avowal of intention to attack Ameri-
can life, reparation in so far as re:
paration is possible and immediate
eteps to prevent the recurrence of the
Lausitania incident.

Note Friendly, but Firm.

No communication could be more
friendly in tone than this note to Ger-
many, yet it is regarded by many here
as the strongest the most impressive
of all the admittedly remarkable pa-
]\ers which have come from Mr. Wil
gon’s hand during the war.

Meyer Gerhard, now on his way tc
Berlin as personal representative of
Count Von Bernstorfl, is understood to
have been instructed to outline the
attitude of the American government
in a way that will merely supplement
the statement of the position in the
rote. In German quarters no response
from the imperial government {s
looked for until after Gerhard reaches
Berlin, perbaps ten ddys or a fortnight
henca.

The president goes far in the note
in giving Germany the benefit of every
doubt, in deferring to take the acts
of German naval commanders to sig-
nify the attitude of the German gov-
ernment and people and in assuming
taat the German government is still
true to the standards which it has
always shared with the leading civil-
ized nations. The note does not con-
tain go much colorful language as did
tne note of May 15, yet it is regarded
here as all the more forcefsl and
solemn an arraignment of Germany s
present submarine program. The fext
ol the note follows:

The government of the United States
notes with sratification the full recogni-
tion by the lmperin! German governmens,
in discussing the cases of the Cushing
and the Guifiifght, of the principla of the
freedom of sll parts of the open sea to
neutril ships and the frank willingness
of the Imperinl Germnn government to
acknowledge and mect its Hability where
the fact of attack upon neutral ships
“which have not been gullty of any hos-
tile action” by German alrcract or vessels
of war Is satisfactorily established:; and
the government of the United States will
in Aue course lay before the imperial Ger-
man government, as It réequests, full in-
formation concerning the attack on the
steamer Cushing.

Sinking of Falaba.

With regard to the =sinking of the
steamer Falaba, by which an Americean
citizen lost his life, the government of

the United Siates ls surprized to find
the imperial German povernmeént con-
tending that an effort of a merchantman
to escape capture and securs assislanece
alters the obligation of the officer seek-
ing to make the capture In respeet to
the safety of the lives of those on bhoard
the meérchantman, although the vesael
had ceased her attempt to escnpe whan
torpedoed. These arée not new circum-
stanices. They have been In the minds
of stntesmen and of International jurlsts
throughout the development of mnaval
warfnre, and the government of the Unit-
ed States does pnot understand that they
have ever been held to siter the princi-
plee of humanity upon. which it has in-
glnted. Nolhing but actual foreible re-
sislance or continued coforts 1o escape
by flight when ordered to siop for the
purpose of visit on the part of the mer-
chantman bas ever heen held to forfeit
the Uves of her passengers or crew. Tha
government of the United Slates, how-
ever, does not understand that the im-
perinl German government is secking in
this case to relieve itself of linbility, buat
only Intends to set forth the clreum-
sionoes which led the commander of the
submarine 1o nliow himealf to bhe hur-
ried Into the course which he took.
Case of Lusitania.

Your excellency's nole, In discussing
the loss of American lives resulting from
the sinking of the steamship T.usitania,
adverts at some length to certain infor-
mation which the Imperial German gov-
ernment haa recelved with regard to the
charncter and outfit of that vessel, and
vour excellency expresses the fear that
this information may not hnve bLean
brought to the attentior of the govern-
ment of the United States. It is stated
in the note that the Lusitania was un-
doubtedy equipped With masked guns
asupplled with trained gunners and spe-
virl  ammunition, transporting troops
from Canada, earrying n cargo not per-
mitted under the laws of the United
States to a vessel also carrying passen-
gera, and serving In virtual effect, as an
auxiliary to the naval forces of Graat
Britain. Fotunately, these are matters
concerning which the gnvernment of the
United Stater ig In a position to give the
imperial German government officlal in-
formation. Of the facts aileged In your
excallancy’'s note, if true, the govermment
of the Tinited States would have heen
bound to take official cognlmnee In per-
forming its rerognized duty as a neutral
power and in enforcing ite natlona) laws

It was itz duty to =mee to it that the
Lusitanfa was not armed for offensive
action, that she was not serving as a
transport, that she did not edarry a cargo
prohibited by the statutes of the T7 nllad
States, and that. if In fact she was a
naval vessel of Great Britain, she should
not recelve clearance as a merchantman;

In the meantime whalever armnge-
ment may happily be made between tha
parties to the war and whatever may In
the opinion of Lthe imperial German gov-
ernment have been the provocation or
the circumsiantial justifieation for the
past gacts of i1s commarders at sea, the
government of the U'nited States confl-
dently looks to s¢a the justice and hu-
manity of the government of Germany
vindleated in all cazes where Americans
have been wronged or their rights as
neutrals invaded.

Representations Renswsed,

The government of the United States
thiirefore very carnestly and wvery sal-
emnly renewa the represeniations of Its
note transmitted to the Imperinl German
government on the 15th day of May and
relies In these repres'ntations on tha
principles of humanity, the universally
recognized understanding of International
law and the anclent friendship of the
German nation.

The zovernment of the Unilted States
can not admil that the proclamation of
a war zone from which neutral ships
have boen warned lu keep awny may be
made to operate In any degree as an ab-
breviation of the rights elther of Ameri-
ean shipmasters or of American citizens
bound on lawful errands as passengers on
merchant ships of belligerent nationallty,
It does not understand the Imperial Cer-
man government to guestion those righta,
It understands it, also, {o accept as es-
tabllshied beyond question the prin-
eiple that the lves of noncombatiants
can not lawluily nor rightfully be put In
jeopardy LY Lhe eaplure or deatruction
of a non-resisting merchantman, and to
recognize the obligntion to take sufficlant
precantion to ascertain whellier a sus-
rected merchantman I8 In faet of bellig-
erent natlonality _or s in facl carrying
contraband of wir under a neutral flag.
The government <f the TUnlted States

therefore deems it reasonable to expect
that the Imperial German government
will adept the measures necessay to put
these principles inte practlee In respact |
to tha safecuarding of -Amerienn’ Mves |
and American =hips, and asks for ussur-
ances that this will be done.

Eleven Killed and Fifty Injured
In Wisconsin.

MANY DISTRICTS ARE GUT OFF

Milwaukee Suffered Large Property
Damage by Wind Which Swept Over
Entire State—Ferryville, With Eight
Dead and Eight Injured, Is Heaviest
Sufferer—Wires Down and Western
Counties Not Heard From.

Milwaukee, Wis., June 14.—Eleven
persons are dead and 40 or 50 injured
as & result of a storm In Wisconsin,
and all communications with several
large sections are still cut off, such
districts as that about Elroy, in west-
ern Wisconsin, not having been heard
from for twenty-four hours,

Summarized, the losses as far as
known are: Ferryville, killed 8, in-
jured 8; Reedsville, 2 killed, 10 In-
jured; Baraboo, 1 killed; Racine, 2 in-
jured; Osnkosh, I injured; Sparta, 3
injured; Tunnell City, 5 injured; Mil-
waukee, 2 injured.

This does not include Elroy or the
villages within twenty miles of that
city, from which umre is absolutely
no word. .

| Latest Statement Declares Situation

IN POLA HARBOR

Ifalian Airship Makes Raid cn
Ausirian Naval Base.

BATTLESHI?S ARE TARGETS

Great Damage Reported to Have Been
infiicted Upon Fleet, Including Sev-
eral Submarines — Latest Reporta
Given Out at Rome Say Austrians
Are Falling Back All Along the
Tyrol Front.

Rome, June 14.—A raid by an Ttal-
ian airship on Pola, the Austrian nava!
base, resulted in the destruction of a
great part of the arsenal, says a dis-
patch to the Messaggero. The airghip
dropped bombs on the shiping in the
naval port, where there were ten war-
ships, including one battleship, two
eruisers and several submarines. It
is belleved that the bombs caused
great destruction among this fleet.

With its customary secrecy, the war
office has refrained for several daye-
from giving any details of the opera-
tions againat Rovocto. The movement
of the Italian troops in this region
has, however, reached sucn a point
that it is bellieved in Rome that if Ro-
vocto has already fallen its occupation
will not be long delayed. The war of.
fice has made it a point not to an-
nounce - the oceupation of any Aus
trlan towns until the Italians are so
well organized In the captured placse
they can not be driven out by counter
attacks.

According to the latest officinl re
ports the Anstrians are falling back
everywhere on the Tyrol-Trentino
front, the heavy Italian artillery de-
molishing the fortifications and the
garrisons then retreating, apparently
for lack of sufficlent forces to stem
the advance of the invaders. News of
still another report of the gatas to
the Trentino having fallen into the
hands of the Itallans was contained in
the official report, which told of the
occupation of the Valles pass, 86,650
feet high, south of Caprile and on the
frontier, almost due east from Bozen.

Coming to Aid Austrians.

Geneva, June 14.—Dispatches from
Vienna assert that Bavarian and Sax
on reserves amounting to at least two
army corps are on taeir way to Trent
to hold off the advancing Itallans.
Many German batteries of lght fleld
artillery are reporied to have been
sent to the Isonzo fromt to ald tha
Austrians.

AS GERMANY SEES IT

Favorable on All Sides.

Berlin, June 14—The text ot the
latedt German war statement follows:

“In the western theater: Artillery
duels took place at Nieuport and Dix-
mude, north of Arras and Hebutern,
Attempts of the enemy to make &
night attack in the dunes was re-
pulsed. Southeast of Hebutern, infan-
try engagements are being fougbt
The military works around Luneville
were bombarded.

“Our invasion into the enemy lines
gouth of Bazlinaw was followed in the
night by Russian counter attacks, all
of which were unsuccessful, The
galned 7positions are firmly in our
hands.

NOT SIGN NOTE

Retirement Gollams to Prin-
| ciples of Peace.

NOTE FORWARDED TO BERLIN

Calls For Prompt Expression From
Germany as to Principles of Sub-
marine Warfare — Resignation of
of Bryan Came as a Surprise.

Washington, June 8.—The resigna-
tion of William J. Bryan as secretary
of gtate has been accepted by Presl-
dent Wilson, to take effect immedi-
ately.

Mr, Bryvan retires from the Wilson
administration because he is not able,
consclentiously, to slgn the note which
the president is about to dispatch to
Germany. To attach his signature to
this communication would, in the
nplnloﬁ of Mr. Bryan, be unfair to the
cause nearest his heart—namely, the
preévention of war.

At the direction of President Wil
son, Robert Lansing, acting secretary
of siate, has signed the mote. It has
been rushed into the hands of state
department experts to be coded, and
will be on its way to Berlin by the
time the American public is reading
the startling details of Mr. Bryan's
refusal to lend his name to it as sec-
retary of state.

The note to which Mr. Bryan was
unable to subseribe, firmly restates
the position of the United States, re-
{tarates President Wilson’s previous
demands, and calls upon Germany for
a prompt expression whether or not
she intends to atide by the principles
of International law and humanity.

Three principles stand out impres-
sively among those which Washing-
ton believes will come from this re-
markable occurrence:

First. That the country will be dl-
vided on the gquestion of President
Wilson's policy towards Germany,

Second. That there will be a real
awakening in Germany to the determl-
nation of the president, and the serl-
ousness of the situation confronting
them as a result of this government's
demands.

Third. That there will be a change
in the administration’s general for-
elgn policy; the substitution of a
vigorous assertion of American rights
for the temporizing policy of the last
two- years.

Startling as was the withdrawal of
Mr. Bryan from the admiuistration, it

immediate crisis between the Unitea
States and Germany over Wwhich
Washington officials were chiefly con-
cerned.

One sentence in Mr. Bryan's letter
of resignation to the president was
puzzling. This sentence read: “Obedi-

by the highest motives, you have pre-
pared for transmisslon to the German
government a note which I cannot
join without violating what T deem to
be an obligation to my country, and
the issue involved is of such moment
that to remain a member of the cabi-
pet would be as unfair to you as it
would be to tha caunse which is near-
est my heart, namely, the prevention
of war.”

In some quarters this sentence was
construed a8 a plain Intimation that
Secretary Bryan feared that one of
the possibilities of the note which
President Wilson has ordered for-
warded to Germany is war. The other
construction was that Secretary Bryan
feared that his acquiesence in the
president’s refusal to discuse the T.usl
tania facts with the Berlln govern-
ment would be a dealh blow to- the
principles for which Mr. Bryan has
contended, and which he has em
bodied in twenty peace treatles with
foreign governments.

While the correspondence batween
the president and Mr. Bryan is
marked with the utmost cordiality on
the president's part, In fact, with
manifestations of deep regret and
sorrow, there was one sentence in
Secretary Bryan's letter which indi-
cates that he will not hesitate to use
all means at his command to prévent
a rupture with Germany. The infer-
ence séeems to be that Mr. Bryan
would throw the weight of his per
sonal power against any such com-

tingency.

On the other hand President Wilson
makes it plain that he has accepted
Secretary Bryan's resignation only

Washington, June 11.—Assailing the
new note sent by President Wilson to
the fmperial German government
which he had declined to sign, Wil-
liam Jennings Bryan [ssued a state-
ment addressed to the American peo-
ple. He describes President Wilson
as an exponent of the old sysiem in
dealing with disputes between govern-

cornerstone. Not only In this assertion

ed that he fears the possibility of war
between Germany and the United
States as tae result of Mr. Wilson'z
note.

President Wilson's policy as one of
firmness supported by forece. In Mr.
Bryan's opinion, this policy conforms
entirely to the standard of the old
system, a standard waich resulted in |
Austrin’s ultimatum to Servia and
which has since set Europe on fire.

In many ways the Bryan statement
issued is one of the most remarkable
documents with which Washington
ever has had to deal. Never before in
the history of the nation has there
been a case quite comparable to this
one, Mr. Bryan's friends give Mr.
Bryan full credit for sincerity and

sttack upon the foreign policy of the
president at this crisis in the nation’s
affairs Is more than deplorable and
will eventually react upon Mr. Bryan
himself.

Bryan's Statement.

To the American Feople:

You now have before you the text of
the note to Germany—the note which It
would have been my officlal duty to sign
had I remained secretary of state. I ask
you to =it in judgment upon my decision
to ves=ign rather than to share responsl-
biiity for it. I am sure you will credit
me with honorable motives, but that 's
not enough. Good Intentions could not
alone for a mistake at such a time, on
suclhi o subject and under such circum
stances. If your verdict iz against me, I
ask no morcy: I desire none if 1 have
acted unwisely. A mnan In publie life
must aot according to his consclence, but

be prepared to accept without complaint
any oondemnation which his own errors
mavy bring upon him; hs must be willing
to bear any descrved punishment from
ostraciam to exerution. But hear me be-
fore you pas=s ssentence.

The president and I agree In purpose;
we desire a peaceful solution of the dis-
pute which has arisen between the Unit-
ed States and Germany, We not only de-
sire it, but with equal fervor pray for it,
but we differ Irreconcilably as to the
means of securing it. If It wore merely
a personal difference, it would be a mat-
ter of llttle moment, for all the presump-
tions nre on his side—the proesumptions
that go with power and authority. He is
your president: I am a private eltizen
without office or title—but one of the
hundred milHon of Inhahitants.

But the real Issue is not betweean per-
sons: it Is bhetween systems: and I rely
for vindicatlon wholly upon the strength
of the position taken.

Among the inflaances which govern-
ments employ in dealing with each other
there are two which are pre-eminent and
antagonistic—force and persuasion. Force
speaks with firmness and acts through
the usual limitation: persunsion employs
argument, courta Investigation and de-
pends upon negotiation. Foroe represents
the old system—the system that must
pass away: persuasion represents the
new syslem—the system that has beaon
growing, all too slowly, It I true, but
growing for nineteen hundred yvears. In
the nld system war Is the chief corner-
stone—war which at best Is little better
than war at [ts wora; the new system
contemplates an universal brotherhood
established through tha uplifting power
of example.

1t T correctly Interpret the note to Ger-
many. It conforms to the standards of
the old system rather than to the rules
of the new, and [ chesrfully admit that
it ts shundantly suppoted by precedents—
precedents written In characters of blond
upon nimost every page of human his-
troy., Austria furnished Lthe most recent
precedent; It was Austrin’s firmners that
‘dictated the uvitimatum agninst Eervia,
which set the world at war. Every ruler
m pnﬂlcwlllng In this unparalleled
proclaimed his desire for
.m Meﬂ responsdbility for the
war, and it is only charitablo that we
ghould credit all of them with good fnlut.
