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HEIGHTS SEIZED
BY BULGARIANS

Command an Important Railway
Line In Serbia,

LAITCAR GARRISON IN PERIL

Austro-German Forces Gain COmpleu
FPossession of Btrongly Fortified
Heights South of Belgrqde—ualy-to
Co-operate With the ‘Allies In Deal-
ing Wtih the Balkans——-May Send
Soldiers to France.

London, Oct. 18—The Germans and
Austrians have gained complete pos-
session of the strongly fortified
heights south of Belgrade and have
occupied Aval,”a town on the Orient
railway, eight miles south of the Aus
trian frontier, Southwest of Semen-
dria the troops under General Von
allwitz have *‘thrown the Serbians
&cross the Ralja river, thus breaking
through one of their strongest lines
of defense in this region.

It has remained, however, for tas
I'nlgarian forces to effect the most
strategically important advance of the
last twenty-four hours. They have
forced a passage of the frontier moun-
tains between Zaitear and Kunlazevac
il a point about thirty miles north-
east of Nish, nave descended into the
Timok walley and cut the Nish-Dan-
ube raillway and have ascended the
sides of Glogovica mountajn, six miles
farther west, capturing the crest.

The position on Glogovica mountain
is of peculiar impertance bhecause it
commands the railway which runs
from Zaftcar almost due east to the
Crient raflway at Paracin. From the

crest of the mountain to the rafiway |

Is about eight miles. The line of
communication from Nish directly to
Zaitear having been cut in the Timok
valley, there remains only the Zaitear-
Paranac rallway over whica the very
considerable Serbian garrison at Zait-
CAr can escape,

A Rome dispatch says that the Ital-
ian foreign office has authorized a
ftatement to the effect that Italy will
to-operate with the allles in dealing
with tae Balkan situation. The exact
¢ate of dctive Italian support, as well
as the direction which such support
will take, are withheld for the pres-
ent for military reasons. It is posi-
tively stated, however, that Tialian
troops wiill not be eent to Serbla or
Montenegro, but elsewhere. Their
destination may therefore be the Dar-
canelles or the western front in
France,

A dispatch from Atfhens says that
the Greek army may be demobilized
because of lack of funds. The en-
tente powers have refused to lend
Greece any money unless the treaty
with Serbla is upheld and the Greek
tioops &id the Serbians. The expense
of mobilization has badly crippled the
resources of the country.

The proclamation declaring that a
state of war between France and Bul-
garia began at 6 o'clock Saturday
morning was approved at a meeting of
the council of ministers. It s reported
from Paris that the French govern-
ment is unanimously in faver of an
effective campaign in the Balkans.

SHANKLIN RESIGNS

Was American Consul General at Mex-
ico City For Years.

Washington, . Oct. 16 —Arnold H.
Sfhanklin, for years United States con-
gul general at Mexico City, announced
his resignation. He wlll be associated
with the Pierce 0il corporation as
general representative in = Mexico.
Since April, 1914, when tne American
forces took Vera Cruz, he has been
most of the time at that place, as he
could neither remain at his post in
the capitnl after the attack on Vera
Cruz nor return there as consul gen-
eral until some government had been
recognized. This summer he return-
ed in charge of the American Red
Cross relief work, but owing to [ric-
tion with the Brazilian minister to
Mexico, then in charge of the affairs
of the American embassy at Mexico
City, was called home.

Charge Against Federal Official,

Urbana, 0. Oct. 16.—Edward F.
Hutches, postoffice inspector of Cleve-
lLad, is charged by heirs with having
dissipated a large part of the eslate
of the late Jos&ph Smith, former Re-
publican leader. Snit has been filed
in court asking that Hutches be re-
quired to restore the amounts he is
walleged to have used improperly.

Washington, Oect. 18. -mplomﬁth !

Guautemala were in conference today
with Secretary Lansing at the state
r!e.partm&m to declde on the form in
which their governments will extend |
recognition to General Carranza.

These countries, which have diplo-
matic representatives at present in
Mexico, probably will extend recogni-
tion by formal renewal of diplomatic
relations there. The United States
and several of the others will preseat
identical notes to Eliseo Arredondo,
authorized representative of General
Carranza oere. The communication
will be addressed to General Carranza
and the official reception of Mr. Ar-
redondo will constitute the act of rec-
ognition.

Since Saturday, when the Pan-Amer-
ican conference announced its decl-
sion-to recognize Carranza, a wide-
epread effect on the internal situation
ir Mexico has been noted in official
reports. The chief result has been
the apparent erumbling of opposition
tc Carranza, many of the Zapata lead-
ers as well as Villa generals surren-
dering or leaving the country. Am-
nesty has been freely granted to those
who have lald down their arms.

The work of restoring railroads is
progressing slowly, however, and offi-
clals here realize that the problem of
pacification Is far from solved, in
spite of the feeling that an energetie
start has been made toward bringing
order out of chnos in Mexico.

Opposition from officials of the
Catholic church in this country to
the recognition of General Carranza
continues to be manifested in various
ways. Secretary Lansing, before de-
ciding on recognition, slicited definite
