America has pot
opened its doors in vain to men and
women out of other nations. The
vast majority of those who have
come Lo take advantage of her hos-
pitality have united their spirits
with hers as well us their fortunes.
These men who speak alien sympa-
thies are oot their spokesman, but
are the spokesmen of small groups
whom it is high time that the na-
tion should eall Lo a reckoning.” =
In this uuterance, President Wilson

will receive the cordinl supportof every
man who loves this country either as his
native or adopted home. We have had
quite spough of the hyphenated Ameri- |
can. We are Americans, all. Otherwise |
we have no ocountry, no government
siropger than the {oreign faction that
claims #llegiance Lo its mother country.
