Paris, Feb, 21—Premier Clemen-
ceau’s condition this forenmoon is an-
nounced as satisfactory as possible
under the conditions.

A member of his household pre-
viously said he will he out of danger
within 48 hours.

The bullet which wounded Premier
Clemenceau penetrated his lungs, it
was revealed by the official statement.

The official statement reads: “The
hemorrhage which occurred at one
o'clock yesterday demonstrated that
the bullet penetrated the lungs. An
X-ray examination disclosed the pre-
cise location of the bullet. The gen-
eral condition is satisfactory. Temper-
ature 98.4; pulse 72; nourishment is
normal.”
