U. 5. Regulars Hold City In Mar-
ial Law Untl Mob Melts
Away—Troops Leaving
Today
(By Associated I'ress)

Lexington, Feb. 10—Dawn
found Lexington an armed camp
approximately 900 federal and
state troops patrolling the city
and all aproaches. No one is al-
lowed to enter the city as a re-
sult of vesterday's riots.

The early morning casulty list
remained at five dead, 17 wound-
ed. William Lockett ,the negro
slaver of Geneva Hardman, re-
mained confined in the steel cage
in the court house, awaiting re-
moval to Frankfort or Eddyville.

The attempt to lynch Lockett
yvesterday caused the riots. Lock-
ett was brought here from Frank-
fort yesterday, tried and convict-
ed of murder, and sentenced to
die in the electric chair March
11th.

Lexington, Febh. 10—General
Marshall this afternoon announc-
ed the situation is well in hand
and the 200 regulars would return
to Camp Taylor late this after-
noon. The state which
repulsed the mob vesterday, have
made arrangements to entrain for
Latonia.

Lexinzton, Feb. 10.—Aftar a day of
rioting, unprecedented in the history
of Lexington, during which five lives
were lost and a’ score
wounded, Lexington is under martial
law with nearly a thousand United
States soldiers on guard to uphold or-
der and restore peace.

Will Lockett, negro, confessed slay-
er of 10-yvear-old Geneva Hardman,
will pay for in the electric
chair. An attempt of a mob of sev-
eral hundred, many points of
Kentucky, to storm the Fayette coun-
ty courlhouse during the trial failed,

Within half an hour after his trial
was begun in Circuit Court--exactly at
9:28 o'clock Monday wmorning—the
murderer was sentenced to die in the
electric chair at Eddyville before
dawn on the morning of March 11.

Governor Morrow siened the death
warrant last night in the executive of-
fices at Frankfort.

At midnight, with every avenue

leading to the courthouse closely
guarded by trained troops of the fam-
ous First Division—veterans of two
yvears’ fighting in France—Lockett
was still incareerated in a room ad-
joining that in whieh he had heard
his sentenced pronounced afew hours
earlier.
° Lockett, whose crime precipitated
t1¥e trouble which cost five lives, was
asl 2ep in his cell in the courthouse
when' Brigadier General Marshall took
over ¢ "mmand of the city.

Brigadier {General Francis C. Mar-
shall, U. S. A., in command of the
city, was adm¥nistering the military
law under which the. city is governed
from temporary beadquarters in the
courthouse last night.He refused to
make any statemenf vregarding dis-
position of the negro entrusted fo his
care.

Fearing new outbreaks of vw!ence,

“1 did everything possible to avert
what happened. In a public state-
ment I warned the citizens not to at-
tempt violence and to avoid the dan-
ger zone. No shots were fired until
the crowd reached the machine gun.
I backed twenty steps, grappled with
two of the leaders, striking one ovei
the head with my pistol. The volley
which stopped the rush was not fired
a minute too soon.

“If this should have to be gonc
through again I do not believe 1 could
with any safety revise any of the ac-
tions the military were forced to take.
I'd do again what I have done.”
The unexpecting firing had an imme-
diately quicting effect and the crowd
returned to its station on the street
The wounded were immediately taken
to hospitals.

The, man with the rope, William
Leckhart, was arrested and taken to
police headquarters, and the crowd
thinned out to a great extent.

There was no concerted demonstra-
tion following the shooting, altuough
several individuals in the front ranks
shook their fists and shouted.

After the verdiet had been made
public a great deal of excitement was
causged bv the report that if a commit-
tee would come into the jail with their
hands tie np the negro would be turn
to thme. Twenty or thirt
started forward at once, but it was a
false alarm and thev turned bacl.

Brigadier General Francis C. Mar-
shall, commanding officer in charge of
the City of Lexington under martial
law, said last night that the troops
had the situation well in hand and
that he believed order had been re-|
stored.

Extra guards were sent to the
Union station last night following re-
ceipt of rumors that incoming trains
would bring in persons who had dyna-
mite. No trouble, however,

The first military arrvest in Lexing-!

ton was made within f{ifteen minutes
after the flag had been planed on the
courthouse sod.

John Golding was. taken into cus-
tody after refusing to desist from
making a curb speech on why the
authorities should turn “that d
negro over to us"”, which pro-
fusely interspersed with profanity.
He was lodged in the county jail.

The raising of the American flag on
the lawn in front of the courthouse,
signifying the taking over of the city

done, in the opinion of Brigadier Gen-
eral Franecis Marshall, military gov-
ernor of Lexington. Immediately af-
ter the arrival of the first detachment
of federal troops at the Courthouse
square Old Glory was given a position
directly in front of the courthouse,
guarded by two six-foot sergeants.

The troop train was occompanied by
a detachment of newspaper corres-
pondents.

General Marshall’s first official act
as millitary governor of the city was
to issue passes to newspaper men.

A shoit time after relinquishing
military control of the situation here,
Adjutant General Deweese made the
following statement:

“] am sorry that there should be
bloodshed, but I am sure that my men
were justified in opening fire when
they did.”

Fear that mobs would raid the Uni-
versity of Kentucky arsenal to ob-
tain rifies, prompted Brigadier Gen-
eral Francis Marshall to send guards
from the first detachment of arrivals
to guard the campus. Two delega-
tions of men visited Major A. S. J.
Tucker in the afternoon demanding use
of the arms. A statement that the
guns were federal property and that

no ammunition was kept there, turned

both away.
