“His words are an eloquent en-
dorsement of the spirit and letter
of the Beatty bill, the purpose of|
which was to insure to the color-|
ed people their civil rights by im-|
posing heavy penalties upon those !
who would deny them dhese|
rights. In other words, they would
have the right to choose the hotel
at which they might stop, the
theatre which they might attend,
or the place of amusement and re-
creation to which they might go,
with no questions asked and no
insults offered. The Beatty bill
provides penalties of $100 to $500
fine, and thirty to ninety days im-
prosinment, or both within the|
discretion of the court.

“The duty of colored people liv-
ing in the counties which present
these colored men as candidates
for the General Assembly is to
vote for them to a man. With the
Beatty bill enacted into law, the
colored men and women will be
privileged to go where they please
and when this right is. enforced
the white people will have more
respect for you.
