It is expected that meetings
will be held in all of the 69 burley
counties in Kentucky, Ohio, and
Indiana, and speakers in as many
as can be provided for will be as-
signed by the Field Service Divi-
sion.

One hundred and ninety-si- x

contracts signing up 500,000
pounds of the 1922 crop of tobac-
co to the Burley Tobacco Grow-
ers' ve Assocation
were received at the office of the
Field Service Division the past
week increasing the total to 1,431
since the first of March, ' repre-
senting a total of 3,900,000 pound.

The totals given out Saturday
do not include any of the con
trants signed by Clifton Rodes, of
Mercer county, in the West Vir-
ginia and Ohio territory, in which
a vigorous campaign has been- -

made by Mr. Rodes in spite of
adverse propaganda circulated by
warehouse interests.

The appearance, of the Burley
Tobacco Growers, the associa-
tion's official newspaper or maga-
zine, the past week, marked the
beginning of another activity of
the burley association, which is
the publisher. The first issue
contained twelve pages, slightly
larger than the standard maga-
zine, and carries a considerable
volume of advertising, mostly
from the tobacco trade and fertil-
izer concerns. The paper has a
lively editorial column of consid-
erable interest to burley associa-
tion members and news of the
association's activities. It is ex-

pected that later it will be made
into a general farm magazine,
carrying matter that would be of
interest to farmers generally,
whether tobacco growers or not,
in the six burley tobacco produc-
ing states of Kentucky, Indiana,
Ohio, West Virginia, Tennessee
and Missouri.
