The Dublin Wolfe Tone Memorial As
sociation gave a grand matinee, con-

cert at the Lyric Theater, St. Patrick's
day, in aid of the memorial fund.

The regatta of the Soyhe Rowing
Club will be held on Monday, June 19.
Owing to the amalgamation of the Uni-

versity rowing clubs the sport will be
limited to one day.

On Tuesday the nev chapel of the
Convent of Our Lady of Succour, at
Newtownforbes, was solemnly dedicated
the Most Rev. Dr. Hoare, Bishop of
Ardagh and Cloumacuoise.

Sir Henry Campbell-Bannerma- n ad-

dressed a Liberal meeti ig at Hull, and
alluding to home rule lie said so long as
the Irish were true to themselves so long
would the Liberal party be true to them.

Justice Gibson, in the Cavan Crown
Court, addressing the grand jury, said he
was glad to be able to tell them that the
condition of the county was satisfactory,
and for that he offered t nein his congrat
illations.

Mr. Lavin, who was only in his
forty-secon- d year, was a staunch Nation-
alist, and regularly attended each Parnell
anniversary since the death of the great

Irish leader. The members of the Par-nelli- te

Parliamentary partjj, on learning
of his death, sent a message of condo
lcuce. The funeral services were held
on Friday, March 10.

Justice Madden opened the Assizes for
County Fermanagh in the Crown Court,
Enniskillen. His lordship, addressing
the grand jury, said that bills were to be
presented to them in two cases. One of
these tepresented crime of a very ordi-

nary character and the other was serious,
as every case connected with the taking
of human life must be, but it was serious
in no other sense of the term as the oc
currence was obviously one which must
be expected to' take place under any cir
cumstances in any county.

The objects of the convention
were to propose a programme to which
candidates for County and District Coun
cils would be required to pledge theni'
selves, to decide on' the policy to be fol
lowed in putting forward Labor candi
dates, and to promote organizations
among artisans mid laborers of the
county in parishes ' where none exist,
The Mavor of Cork (Mr. E. Crenn) pre
sided, and there were about 150 delegates
present.

Who is to be the President of Galway
Queen's College in, succession to Dr.
Starkies, the new Resident Commissioner
of National Education? This is a ques
tion which is agitating the educational
mind at present, and which the Lord
Lieutenant will very soon nave to an
swer. I wo names stand out boldly troni
among the ranks of those who arc re
garded as serious candidates. They ar:
Prof. Savage Armstrong, of Cork Queen's
College, and Prof. Preston, who is the
Inspector of Science and Art Schools in
Ireland. .Prof. Armstrong fills the Eng
lish Literary chair in the Cork Queen's
College.

A bust of the late Sir Patrick Keenan
was unveiled recently in the main hall
of the national education office, other
wise known as Tyrone House. The bust
is the work of Sir Thomas Farrell, and
has been presented to the education office
by the national teachers of Ireland.
There may be differences of opinion as to
whether the late Sir Patrick Keenan's
services to education 111 Ireland were all
that his admirers claim for them, but
this much no one "with any knowledge
can deny namely, that he was earnest
and sincere, and that he did his best
according to his lights. As Sir Alexander
McDonnell's memory was celebrated by
the erection of a statue, Sir Patrick
Keenan's memory deserved the honor
now paid it.

The project of a great meeting, repre
sensitive of all Ireland, being held soon
in Dublin to consider the question of
railway rates reform has at last taken
practical shape. Lord Mayor Tallon has
intimated that he will rea'lily call such a
meeting if a sufficiently influential
rcqusitiou asking for it is presented to
him, and steps are being extensively
taken to procure signatures to such
document. The Omagh Town Board has,
in a very praiseworthy manner, taken
the initiative, and it is earnestly to be
hoped that its efforts will be at once sec
onded by other bodies. No subject more
important to the commercial interests of
the country could possibly engage pnb
lie attention, atid if an organization
should spring out of the present agita
tion, the most important material results
might well follow.

A meeting of the Limerick Unity Con
ference Committee was held March 8
John Mclnerney presiding. It was agreed
that the conference should take place at
Dublin ou Easter Tuesday, April 4, and
that the Secretaries should be directed to
write to the Lord Mayor asking him to
grant the use of the City Hall for the
purpose. It was also agreed to suggest
to the members of Parliament taking
part in the conference to allow the pro
ceedtngs to be open to the press. Fur
ther letters were read from A. Cummins
J. P. O'Farrell, Jasper Tully, Michael
Austin, John Finucane, James O'Connor
and Thomas J. Healy, agreeing to attend
the convention, and to request members
of Parliament who niay not have received
official notice to attend the conference,
to accept such invitation through the
medium of the press.
