all and will bring blessings on the heads of
the clever benefactors, The Sisters’ school
is doing good work, as usual, in its own
quiet way, with four brave and noble
hearts in control who are efficient, perse-
vering, courageous and patient in the
extreme, Sister Scharlotte, the Superior-
ess, has worked faithfully in the school
here for guite twenty-six years under
most trying conditions, but with hope
and trust in God for the strength of body
and mind to do good work in His cause
of training young minds.
