A RESOLUTION PLEDGING SUPPORT

! ome rule or the destruction of the
English Parliament” is the plan of cam-
paign of the Irish members of the British
House of Commons, announced last Sun-
day afternoon for the first time by Will-

jam Redmond, M, P., at a mass meeting
in Dexter Park Pavilion at Chicago. The
declaration brought 10,000 cheering Irish-
men to their feet, The meeting was held
under the auspices of the United Irish
League, and at the close several hundred
persons became members of the organiza-
tion. Every reference to the Boers was
enthusiastically received and the cause
of “*free Ireland” was advanced by both
Redmond and his associate in Parlia-
ment, Joseph Pevlin, ‘“The Wearing of
the Green' and other Irish songs in-
creased the excitement,

“1f our policy in the British Parlia-
ment can do nothing else,’” said Red-
mond, ‘“‘we can expose our grief; we can
harass the British empire; if nothing else
we can stand on the floor of the British
Parliament and cheer and call God's
blessing upon the Boers every time the
English are defeated. If we in the Eng-
lish Parliament can not win home rule, I
promise yon we will destroy the Parlia-
ment of England; if we can not govern
ourselves we can take good care not to
allow them to govern themselves,'’

The speakers of the afternoon were
Father Morris Dorney, of St. Gabriel’s
church, Chairman; William Redmond,
M. P.; Joseph Devlin, M. P., and John
F. Finerty. Music was furnished by St.
Gabriel's church band, On the speaker’s
stand were many of Chicago’s most rep-
resentative citizens,

William Redmond was introduced by
Father Dorney. ‘‘Just before departing
for America,” he said, ‘‘an Irish Unionist
member of Parliament and an enemy of
our cause arose in the Parliamentary
chamber and delivered an address to the
effect that our mission to this country
would fail to elicit sympathy, declaring
that since the death of Parnell the Irish
cause had been lost, as well as the sup-
port of the people on this side of the
Atlantic, But I knew America twenty
years ago, and when I felt the pulse of

‘the Irish people in Chicago I was not

discouraged. 1 come to America and
appeal to you once more, by the memory
of Parnell, by the memory of the strggles
of our race in all periods of history, and
I am canfident that I will receive a gen-
erous response, This day has proved
that my anticipation was well founded.
Ireland today is united north, south,
east and west on the platform of the
Unitefl Irish League as she was in the
days of Parnell in the Land League. We
have come here today to ask you to assist
in our organization, to help us in the
path we are making to protect our peo-
ple and to restore national self-govern-
ment to onr country.

““What are the objects of our league?
They are the objects of the Land League
—to give the ownership of the farms to
the tillers of the soil.. We are trying to
do away with the renting of the ground,
But our great object is not only to free
the land, but to free Ireland, to bring
about the time when the crimson shadow
of the flag of Great Britain will no longer
darken the green fields of onr land, I
tell you today the cause of Ireland was
never brighter, 1 know no Nationalist
in Ireland, no member of Parliament fol-
lowing out the lines of Parnell, who
would not give up speech-making for
evermore, who would not bare his breast
and arm his hand to win Ireland’s free-
dom on the field of battle if the people
were prepared for this or had the ghost
of a chance in the contest. The repre-
sentatives of the Irish natiou are beyond
all influence of England’s statesmen;
they are honestly doing their best for
Ireland; they are supported by the vast

_bulk of the people at home and by the

noblest of the Rishops and clergy of
Ireland.”

The following resolution read by
Father Dorney was adopted unanimously:

*‘Resolyed, That this mass meeting of
Irishmen of Chicago pledges its support
to the present Irish party, led by John
Redmond, and this support to be main-
tained in every way, as well as to assist
the people of Ireland struggle as best
they can to restore the national Parlia-
ment and to win for the people the
ownership of the soil.”

Joseph Devlin made a short address, in
which he appealed for aid. ‘‘The best
way to fight England is by the means
nearest at hand,"” be said. “‘The libera-
tion of a nation is worth the blood of its

sons, but nevertheless we decline to ask

has enabled Ireland to seud its repre-
sentatives to Parliament and enter a
loud, continunous, insistent protest
against this war from the moment it was
conceived in an unholy spirit, until an-
other triumph could be achieved in the
name of God and liberty against aggres-
sion.”’

CHICAGO CATHOLICS.

Some Interesting Statistics
From Our Second Larg-
est Division,

The following interesting facts concern-
ing the archdiocese of Chicago were

gleaned from the records recently by
permission of the diocesan authorities:

The corporation of the Roman Catholic
church of Chicago, according to a tabu-
lated statement of mortgages lately made,
represents a capital of over $35,000,000,
with a debt upon it of less than 8 per
cent, of its value, It has now become
almost the largest English-speaking dio-
cese in the world, being second only to
New York. It has in it eleven nationali-
ties, It has more Polish Roman Catholics
than any other city in the world except
Warsaw, Poland, It has more Bohemian
Roman Catholics than any other city in
the world except Prague, Bohemia.

During the past year there were four-
teen new parishes founded, There were
twelve new churches built in these new
parishes and eighteen new churches were
built to replace the old ones. The Roman
Catholic population, according to the
actual membership roll of the parishes, is
over 800,000 people. - There are in all at
present 150 parishes within the city lim-
its, The estimate of adult converts in
the archdiocese for the past year is over
2,600. There are now 563 regularly or-
dained priests holding faculties in the
archdiocese of Chicago from Archbishop
Feehan.

There are more children in the paro-
chial schools of Chicago than in any
other city in the United States. The
number of children attending parochial
schools regularly at present is over
80,000, There are in this city four Cath-
olic high schools, seven colleges and
twenty-one young women's academies.
Ten new school buildings were erected
last year and eleven additions to old
schools,

Aside from the administration of the
above and the numerous hospitals, |
orphan asylums and old peopie’s homes,
of which there were several new ones
built last year; there were in all nearly
25,000 people confirmed. Of this num-
ber Archbishop Feehan confirmegl about
11,000 and Bishop Muldoom about
14,000, - Besides, there were many new
Roman Catholic priests ordained, many
nuns were given vows, many corner
stones to institutions were laid, organs
and bells blessed and churches dedicated.

Letters from money lenders of the
country who seek business of the arch-
diocese and declare that the paper of
Archbishop Feehan is always acceptable
in indorsing the good standing finan-
cially and materially of the Chicago arch-
diocese, also state that the corporation is
among the soundest institutions in ex-
istence,

JOHN O'NEILL DEAD.

He Succumbs to Dread Con-
sumption After Brave
Struggle.

The death of John M. O'Neill, the well
known real estate dealer, which occurred
Wednesday morning at his home, 2716
West Chestnut street, occasioned much
sorrow among his wide circle of relatives
and acquaintances, though his demise
was not wholly unexpected. John O'Neill
was in the prime of manhood, full of life
and happiness until about d year ago,
and it is sad to think his mission here on
earth is ended. Twenty-two years ago
he graduated with high honors from St,
Xaxier's College, then on Fourth street,
Capt. John Weller :made him his Chief
Deputy when Clerk of the Chancery
Court, after which he accepted a position
with the Germania Trust and Safety
Vault Company, filling the place with
ability until he entered the real estate
business for himself,

Years ago he married Miss Martin,
sister of Capt. Joe Martin, of the local
fire department, and besides her several
children are left to mourn his early death,
Last year he went to Texas for his health,
where he spent three months, when word
came of a bad change, and he was just
able to reach home. His funeral took
place Friday afternoon from St. Charles'
church, Rev. Father Raffo conducting
the impressive services and paying a feel-
ing tribute to the life and deeds of one
who had been a devout member of his
flock and a generous and true friend.

Father Chartrand Discusses Re~
lations of Church and
Women,

The Church Has a High Idea
and a Lofty Teaching Ih\,-‘
garding Women.,

WHAT CATHOLIC CHURCH PROCLAIMS

Chartrand, private secretary to the Right

Under the auspices of the
Chapel Club of SS,
church, Indianapolis,

Rev, Bishop and rector of his chapel, de-

livered an eloquent and instructive lect-
ure at the Propylaeum recently on “‘The
Church and Women.” The assembly-
room was crowded and among those
present were Bishop O'Donaghue, Vicar-
General Scheideler, Chancelor Gavisk
and many prominent representatives of
the Catholic clergy of the diocese,

By way of introduction Father Char-
trand said that in the most ancient of all
existing books could be found the most
ddmirable and perfect picture of the
primary relations between man and
woman, Search might be made through
all the books written by the wisest men
of Greece, Rome, India, Egypt and China
and nothing could be found so beautiful,
so complete, so ideal, as the dozen lines
of the great Hebrew prophet which bear
witness to the truth of the original tra-
ditions from heaven to man; witneas to
the beauty and divinity of woman's orig-
inal, God-given place in the social organ-
ism of the universe.

“Man needed help and a helpmate,”
said Father Chartrand, ""but whence was
this help to man to come? Not as Adam
was fashioned—from the dust of the
earth, Rather from himself; ‘bone of his
bone,’ ‘flesh of his flesh;’ taken from his
very substance, bound to him with all
the ties that bind child to parent.

‘“The church has a high idea and a
lofty teaching regarding women, TUis”
the great doctrine that has elevated
woman, and through woman has en-
nobled man, the doctrine that has civil-
ized the world. Matrimony is a holy
thing, it is a sacred contract. The matri-
monial contract, under the teaching of
the church, is not like other contracts.
The man and woman who marry give
themselves each to the other, but this
gift once made depends no longer on
mutual agreement, They are united by
a power which has seized them, bound
them together in a common life, and on
which they henceforth depend. This
powet is God, the author of marriage.

“Antiquity bears witness to its sanc-
tity.
