Declared a Practical Cath-

LASTING IMPRESSIONS MADE ON ALL.

The treatment accorded the dele-
gates and visitors to the Hibernian
State conventions and the forceful
and eloquent words of the Right Rev.
Camillus P. Maes, Bishop of Coving-
ton and State Chaplain, left an im-
pression that will last forever.
Monday morning the Paris division
and the Ladies’ Auxiliary and the offi-
cers, delegates and visitors to the
number of about 500 assembled at the
Hiberian Hall and proceeded to the
Church of the Annunciation, where
solemn high mass was celebrated by
Rev. Father Cusack, with = Bishop
Maes oecupying the throne. Upon en-
tering the edifige all were struck with
its beanuty and the elaborate and
handsome decorations, The altars and
sanctuary were ablaze with lights and
banked with choicest flowers, with
large American and Irish flags on the
side. The choir rendered a special
musical programme of Irish music
and the solo, parts were exquisitely
sung. Promptly at 9 o'clock the Bish-
op, Father Cusick, and attendants and
a procession of altar boys émerged
from the rectory and entered the
church, - the Bishop bestowing his
blessing as they proceéded to the als
tar, Father Cusack was the eelebrant
of the mass, and at its conclusion
Bishop . Maes preached as profound
and foreeful a sermon as wds ever
heard at the convention of any Cath-
olie society.

The good Bishop in harrv words
told how their very faith made the
whole. His interest in the Ancient
Order of Hibernians began when he
was consecrated in 1884, He related
the story of the investigation of the
order by the Council of Baltimore, at
which were present all the Bishops
of the United States. Thelr casé waRr
referred to a special committee of
three Bishops, who deliberated long
and carefully, and Bishop Maes de-
clared he was overjoyed when they
reported the Ancient Order the first
end foremost Catholic  society in
America, and their degision was nnan+
imously concurred in by all the Bish-
ops present. There were mone who
professed such loyalty to Patrick and
the Church as the Hibernlans, and
they were all, men and woreén, prac
tieal Catholics. After dwelling on
what this implies he referred to the
great drawback due to lack of knowl-
edge. Instruction is now universal,
but with it there must be religion.
The history of the Irish race is a
history of faith, of sacrifices, and
should not he allowed to deteriorate
now, after an existence of more than
a thonsand years without a stain, No
one, he said, can be a faithful, loyal
citizen unless a Christian, which
means much more than manv realize.
The Bishop next addressed the fath-
ers and mothers upon the bzinging
up of their children, making a strong
appeal for the education of the soul
and will. Paying special attention to
the blessings to be regeived there-
from, his reference to the faith of
the steadfast Irish grandmother was
feeling and brought tears to the eyes
of many. Bishop Maes urged every
voung man who was eligible to at
¢nce put in his application for mem-
bership in the Ancient Order, point-
ing out to them how much stronger
they would be than standing alone.
Standing together they should never
sacrifice principle but set a worthy
example, His last werd to the men
was: “Join the ranks.”

Turning to the ladies, his face
beaming with smiles, the Bishop
spoke at length on the Ladies’ Aux-
jliary, in which he was a firm be-
liever. The Auxiliary. he declared.
like the wife, was the better half of
the order, and is made up of those
who take care of the home, the best
auxiliary  to mam. Portraying . 2
beantiful pieture of mother love that
i« God-given the Bishop apnealed to
them to inenleate the faith of St.
Patrick in their children, and closed

ington. A recess was taken to give |
the committee time to report, dur-’
ing which a number of short but
happy addresses were made. Presi-
dent Keenan expressed surprise and
pleasure at the completeness of the
arrangements for the convention,
The Bishop's words of an hour be-
fore were full reward for all his ef-
forts and labor and many nights ont.
He urged all to follow the advice of
the worthy State Chaplain.

Patrick I. MeCarthy, banker and
leading citizen of Paris, said all doors |
were open. The Paris people were
all right, the Protestants included.
Nothing was nailed down, and all
were urged to demand anything they
wanted. Ex-National Director But-
ler felt exalted and hoped all would |
carry home and spread the impres-
sion made at Paris and enlist the
young men under the Hibernian ban-
ner..

An ovation was given Judge Michael
T. Shine, who said words failed to
express his feelings, The Ancient
Order was everywhere progressing
and had largely unified the Irish race
and elevated the membership. In
burning eloquence he praised those
good men who for thirty-six years
had come to the front time after
time for their faith and nationality
and had planted a banner that will
never be exterpated. His heart
throbbed when the young men took
up the »ork of their fathers and fore-
fathers. In closing he cautioned the
delegates to look forward for those
who will work for the general and
not individual interest, to not subor-
dinate the order to selfish interests
but to legislate for the general! good.

The Committee on Credentials re-
ported sixty-one vresent and entitled
to seats and no contests. President
Keenan then announced the appoint-
ment of the following committees,
after which adjournment was had for
dinner:

Upon reassembling the reports of
the State officers were read and
showed the order in a prosperous con-
dition. President Keenan urged more
active work and that better provision
be made for organizing purposes.
While there has been no phenomenal
gains the order has maintained its
high position and standing. The re-
ports of State Secretary Hunt, show-
ing the membership and the receipts
and disbursements, were found cor-
rect, as were also those of Treasurer
Butler, and upon recommendation of
the committee they were tendered a
rising vote of thanks for their faith-
ful services.

The rules of the last convention
were adopted, but the recommenda-
tion that a certain day be set aside
for memorial services was referred to
the divisions. Chairman Patterson's
statement that the Grievance Com-
mitter had mnothing before them
evoked hearty applause.

The Resolutions Comimittee report-
ed favorably Judge Shine's resolution
reauesting that the incoming State
officers and County Presidents obtain

Shine, of
Covington, were the nominees for
State President. The first three bal-
lots were tied, each receiving thirty
votes, A discrepancy of one vote was
found in the fourth., when Butler had
a majority, but at his request another

was ordered, when upon motion of
Judge Shive his election was made
unanimous, James B. Demnsey, of

Paris, was elected Viee President by
acclamation. as was also Secretary
James M. Hunt, of Covington. John
. Burdiss, of Ashland, was re-elected
Treagurer over Joe Lenihan, who re-
ceived a handsome vote. Tonisville
was chosen for the next convention,
and after a short tine spent in con-
gratulations "the comrention adiounrn-
ed as it had opened, with prayers of
thanksgiving.

FAMOUS INVENTOR.

The Cleveland Plain Dealer recently
published an illustrated “feature” ar-
ticle describing the work and inven-
tions of Rev. Frederick Odenbach, S.
J., Direetor of the observatory at St.
Ignatius College, that city. It is not
generally known that in this learned
Jesuit Cleveland has one of the fore-
most meterologists in the world, and
that the records of seismic disturb-
ances made in the tower of St. Igna-
tius' College by means of the micro-
seismograph, which is Father Oden-
bach’s own invention is the most
minute and aceurate, in this country.
Father Odenbach is held in high re-
gard by scientists everywhere and his
delicate instrument has been the
medinm of the most important recent
contributions to the study of earth-
auakes,

SUICIDE,

According to the Ohio State Jour-
nal, Dr. Hanz Rost, who has been

great extent by mere privation or
physical suffering, but it comes
through mental disturbance and an-

quite. He says there is less suicide
emong Catholies than am Protest-
ants, and mildly attributes the differ-

ence to the fact that there is less de-
bate among Cathclics as to their
ereed, and consequently less mental
disturbance. If this is so, it only
supports the main proposition that
a setiled religious conviction is a dis-
of suicide.

TIES THAT BIND

Were Formed Among Attend-
ants at Hibernian State
Convention.

Paris People Throw Open Deors
and Dispense Lavish
Hospitality.

Magistrate Sullivan and Louig-
ville Team Exemplify De-
gree Work.

While all who attended the Hiber-
nian convention at Paris this week
knew that a hearty welcome awaited
them, none had any idea of the ex-

tent or the lavishness of the hos-

pitality in store for them. The del-
egation from forty-five
men and women, were met at Lexing-
ton by State Vice President Edward
Grace, Prof. E. M. Costello, Patrick
J. MeCarthy and Malachy Flanagan,
and escorted to a chartered car that
whirled the party through the bean-
tiful Bluegress to the progressive
capital of Bourbon
headquarters had

the former at the Hotel Windsor and
Fordham and the latter at the Ston.
House, where they met their sisters
from the other sections of the State.
The ladies were at onece taken I
charge by the Paris auxiliary, and
after dinner were shown the many
points of interest about the pre!iy
little city, including the Court llouse,
the long bridge walk and the Pans
Fair grounds. In the evening they
were entertained at a largely attend-
ed reception at the beautifn! Laven
home, which had been tastefully dec-
orated in green and gold and the na-
tional colors. This social fanction
was one of the most enioyable events
of the convention and ties were form-
ed that will never be severed.

Upon leaving the car the gentlemen
were escorted to the hall of the Hi-
bernians, where thev fonnd Presi-
dent Dan Sullivan and the entire
Paris membership waiting to wel-
come them, Tables loaded with a pro-
fusion of good things to eat and
drink were the first. that met the
gaze of the visitors, and after all had
been thoroughly satisfied an hour
was spent in reunion and becoming
acquainted. Every member of the
Paris division was a host in himself,
and all were glad to escape for a trip
over the city. After supper Magis-
trate Patrick T. Sullivan and a team
from Louisville exemplified the ritual
and conferred the degrees on a class
that had been awaiting admission in-
to the order. The work was impres-
sive and the team was highly com-
mended. Then followed a social ses-
gion with more Tefreshments and
cigars and short addresses, by State
President Keenan, George Butler,
Dan  Sullivan, Patrick McCarthy,
Thomas Walsh and others and the
singing of Irish and American songs.

Monday night in the Elks’ Hall
there was one of the most elaborate
banquets ever served in Kentucky,
participated in by over 400 people.
The tables were banked with flowers
and from the chandeliers hung
streamers of green and white rib-
bon, while over the head were the
words in large green letters, “Cead
Mille Failthe,” a hundred thousanu
welcomes, Seated at the head of the
long row of tables were Toasumaster
Patrick McCarthy, Right Rev. Bishop
Maes, Rev. Father Cusack, Rev.
Kerry Morgan, of the Christian
church, and the State officers. From
the balecony proceeded strains of
sweet music while the elaborate
menu was being served. This was all
in happy Irish style, evén to the po-
tatoes and shramocks in ice cream.

There was a merry round of ap-
plause when Toastmaster McCarthy
arose and in delightful manner spoke
of the social ties that bound them
together and introduced Bishop Maes
as the father of all the Irish people
of Northern Kentucky, who Tre-
sponded to the toast, “The Pope.”
After a few pleasantries the Bishop
said Pius X, was the two hundred
and fifty-ninth successor of St, Peter
and the father of all Christendom.
The Poue of Rome would continue to
the end of time and the Papacy was
the only authority from God. Then
making pleasing allusion to the La-
dies' Auxiliary he stepped forward
and in graceful manner pinned upon
the breast of Miss Mary Corcoran a
gold emblem of the order, the gift
of the ladies of Paris. Miss Corcoran
as well as her friends were com-
pletely taken with surprise, and it
was with diffieulty that the State
President could find words to ex-
press her feelings. The tharming act
evoked hearty and continued ap-
plause.

Thomas Keenan, the retiring Pres-
ident, dwelt briefly on “Ifand and
Ameries,” and concluded with words
of gratitude to Bishop Maes and the
State officers, for whom he asked
the same treatment he had received.

Judge M. T. Shine responded to
“The Irish American,” paving a nice
compliment to the Kentucky Irish
Ameriean, and laid large claim to the
Bishop and Auxiliary, The Judge said
if the Irish-American were taken out
of the affairs of this country there
would be little left, as they had taken
active part in the wars and been
sacrificed on the altars of this eouns
try.
