Alfred Percival Graves tells in a
little book published not long ago
the origin of his famous song,
“"Father O'Flynn.” The sprightly
alr to which hils charming words are
wedded, and which has long enjoved
wide popularity in this ecountry, Is
stated to be Kerry version of
“The Top of Cork Road.” Mr,
Graves first heard it playved on an
old fiddle by a celebrated Munster
fiddler named James Buckley. and
the great delight of his early boy-
hood was to dance a jig to its accom-
paniment The alr lingered in
thoughts with many reeolleot
his Munster home, and it was
he met an Irish who
