The Southern Guardlan, of Little
Rock, has an ecellent art'cle on
COolumbus from the pen of Dr. Vin-
cent Falisi, a former resident of this
elty and fhember of Mackin Council
and the Knights of Columbus, from
which we extract the followlng:

History has recorded many events
that have made, here and there,
changes of vast importance, but of
those that affected the whole exist-
ing world two stand out most clearly.
Pirst, the coming of God made man,
which coming revolutionised ldeas
and |deals. The second, one that
produged the greatest geographical
change that the world has ever
known, was that which took place
in October, 410 years ago-—the land-
ing on the shores of & new world by
that greatest of nantical heroes,
Christopher Columbus, By those
who seek to disparage Columbus
great stress s 1aid upon the proba-
pilities that others came to America
befors him. Since we believe that
all mankind found origin In Adam
and Rve, and since Colymbus, upaon
his arrival, found human beings, it i
vory evident that some one did dis-
cover Amerien before Columbus.
Then we have the story of the Mound
Bullders, but in latter years the con-
gensus of opinjon ls that they were
simply & tribe of cultured Indians.
Agaln we have the Norsemen, with
hasy records, yet since they left no
proof, such as utensil, eattle or other
domestlc animals, and since the first
of these tecords was written 200
years after the supposed discevery,
we have reason to belleve, with such
historlans as Bryant, Weige and
Beamust, that “there 18 not a single
{tem in the evidence advanced o
prove the presence of Norsemen on
the soll of North America.”

His was not a journey of the North
Pole type, productive of no practical
benefit to mankind, but a journey
undertaken to put an end to the dif-
ficult and perilous voyage to India,
and though the new route Was
longer, yet he hoped that more pro-
pitious seas would more than com-
pensate for the length of the journey
and thereby eliminate the horrors
and dangers of the African coast,
And how nearly correct were his
ealculations, consldering the
knowledge and instruments of his
day, for the proof will show that he
was on a straight line to India, But
an Almighty Providence saw it to
place an obstacle In his path, and
that obstacle—America—has proven
to be of far more benefit to humanity
than could have been the accomplish-
ment of a journay to India,

Columbus, like the majority of the
world’s great men, came of lowly
parentage, his father being a poor
ecandlemaker, but young Christopher
was not to be bound to the making
of small lights, and hence he chose
the sea for the dilsplay of hils en-
ergy and made numerous voyages 1o
all parts of the kmown world, nor
were hls letsure hours spent in ldle-
ness or usecloss recreation, for he
used them for study In those
branches that would better fit Rim
to take a commanding position in his
professlon. Astronomy, mathemat-
fes and geography he strove con-
tinuaily to master, and it was in the
purguit of these studies that he was
sonvinced of the earth's shape and
that & voyage to India by the west-
arn route was a possibility., Bul he
was poor: he must needs look to
others for support. He argued and
gave his proofs to many Without
avall, He was scoffed at and ridi-
euled as one mentally unbalancad;
his theorles as the vislonary vapors
of an abnormal Intellect. But after
yoars of frultless dndeavor he per-
suaded the good Queen Tsabelln of
Spaln to asslet him, though the court
of Spain was bankrupt following the
wars with the Moors, yet history tells
ns that so \mpressed was she with
the learning and earnestness of
Columbug that ohe pawned her
jewels In order to fit vp an expedi-
tion, His expedition set sall from

What must have been the emo-
tions In the breasts of those despalr-
Ing men, and how much more intense
must have been thome of thelr com-
mander—joy and satlsfaction at the
successlul culmination of his efforts,
gratitude to God, who In so magnifi-
cont and singular & manner answered
his prayers, sacrifices, and we are
told upon landing all threw them-
selvea upon their knees, kissing the
ground and thanking a beneflcent
Creator, while Columbus holding
aloft the manubrim of his sword,
fashioned as a cross, christened the
new found land San Salvador, thus
dedicating ™ to the Saviour of the
world.

After further explorations hs re-
turned to Spain for his reward, He
wis recelved with open arms and his
prowesa extolled on eevry side. But
Columbus was not satisfled. Again
and agaln he visited the scenes of his
triumph, while his enemies were at
work In the court of Spailn, and
finally, as a result of their intrigues,
Columbus was branded a ecriminal
and brought back to Spaln In chains,
where soon after the physical tor-
ments consequent upon exposure and
the mental sgony produced by the
display of ingratitude made his soul
long to break from {ls confinement,
which it finally dild on Ascension
day, In the vear 1506, a fitting day
for the death of the second
liberator.

Baltimore Is now the center of
Catholic activity and Interest for the
people of this country because of the
religious celebration of the golden
Jubllee of the priesthood and the
tll\'(\‘t‘ anniversary of the Cardinalate
of Cardinal Gibbons, which hegan
Iagt Baturdey and will continue next
week, when the first Congress of the
Holy Name Soclety In the United
Staies will be convened, The event
that started this great jubiles cele
bration was a unigue one. In the
office of Mayor Preston thers gath-
ered last Saturday Baltimore's lead-
ing business and professional men
and the executlve branches of the
municipality, In the presence of this
great throng the Cardinal was pre-
sented a sliver service, sadd to  be
the handsomest and one of the cost-
Hest ever given an individual In that
city. Those In attendance Included
Gov. Crothers, Mayor Preston and
many representative oltizens of the
city and State,

Mayor Preston presided at the
presentation as Chalrman of the tes-
timonlal committes named to obtaln
the silver service for the Cardinal In
hotnor of his dual jubilee. The
Mayor also presentsd to the Cardinal
a book contalning the addresses of
Presldent Taft, former Presllent
Roosevelt and other famous men
who tooh part In the elvie demonstra-
tion last June. This book was bound
In red leather and contained auto-
graphed photographs of President
Taft, former President Roosevelt,
Vice President Sherman, Ambassador
Aryece, Senator Root and others. The
Cardinal, In his sddres of acceptance,
referred feelingly to the part taken
In the ¢ivie demonstration by Blshop
Murray, of the Protestant Episcopal
dlocese of Marviand.

The next important event was the
laying of the cornerstone of the
Cardinal Gibbons' Memorial Hall at
the Catholle University, Washington,
on Thursday. This hall Is a tribute
of the paople of the Unlted States to
America’s only Cardinal In commem-
oration of the completlon of the
double jubllee. At this ceremony
wele present the hierarchy of the
United States, besides hundreds of
Catholle laymen from many parts of
the country. Yesterday there was a
meeting of the Trustees of the Cath-
olie  University, which was pre-
alded over by the Cardinal.

Tomorrow the monsater ecclesins-
tical demonstration will take place
in the old Baltimore Cathedral, Here
will be assembled the leading Cath-
olle church men of this country,
Cananda and Mexico, Monsignor Dio-
mede Falconlo, the Papal Delegate,
will represent the head of the
church. A solemn high mass, at
which the Cardinal wil pontificate,
will be celebrated at 10:30 o'clock.
