Samuel L. Wilhite, City Comp-
troller of Loulsyille, delivered an
sddress before the convention of the
National Assoclation of Compirollers
and Accounting Officers at Chatta-
nooga last week that has atiracted
widespread attention. TUpon
reading it would appear thal the
Loulsville Comptroller would impose
a tax upon religion and charity, but
to the Kentucky Irish American he
eald that was not his Intention.
From his address we quote:

1 will go fuarther and
even on property used for purely
roliglous and charitable purposes
und non-sectarian educational in-
¢titutions only a certain percentage
of sxemption should apply, based on
the market value of land and im-
provements in that locality—such
exemption to be so nominal ns
merely to Indicate that the character
of the institution owning, and the
particular use to which the property
was put, were thus recognized, and
all over and above that percentage
put on the same basis as other realty
and personalty. [ have arrived at
this conclusion after careful study
and consideration, and make this as-
gortion with all reverence to relig-
fon and thinge religlous, but 1
honestly feel that the nontaxation

of edifices ostenuibly devoted to re-
ligious purposes and the buildings
connected therewith, partienlarly
where such flourish to a large ex-
fent, has been n detriment and a
hindrance to the normal develop-
ment of cltles whose taxpayers are
averburdened because of the ex-
smption of a very large part of the
property within the corporate limits
whieh should be bearing fits  falr
share of the cost of Government

This is dangerously near imposing
a tax on the rignt af people to
worship God or dispense charity to
the unfortunate. Our Comptroller,
however, says to us that he meanl
only such property as was devoted
1o commercial and revenue producing
purposes, to which few will object,
tut every purson should strenuously
oppose even the suggestion of Im-
posing & tax on church bulldings,
schools, orphan asylumg and hqmes
fo; the aged and infirm. BSuch in-
stititions, instead of being a burden
