EXPLAINS THAT TOWN'S DECLINE

Several weeks ago an [tinerant
A P. A, preacher, named Rev. Will-
lam Roberts, and traveling uwnder the
guise of a Salvation Army worker,
that s using a uniform as near that
as possible without being arrested
for obtalning money under false pre-
tenses, was the center of quite a Iit-
tie discussion and Interest In the
utighborhood of Hodgenville, New
Haven and other surrounding points,
bis advent, as is frequently the case,
stirring up much religious hatired
and bigotry. Roberts' first appear-
anoe was at New Haven, where In a
house to house colleftion he obtained
a little money from persons Wwho
were under the Impression that they
wers contributing to the Salvation
Army, his cap appearing the same as
that worn by workers of that organi-
grtion, but on close Inspection It was
foungd that it read “Independent Re-
ligions and Temperance Worker,"'
¢hich proves conmclusively that Rob-
erte was a fakir, as there |8 no or-
ganization of that name and the
only truth In the label was the word
“worker,” as he worked several un-
suspecting persons and suckers for
the benefit of his own pocket. Tem-
perance workers as a rule are in-
clined to water, but Roberts didm't
geem to favor that plank In the tem-
perance platform, even from a toliet
standpoint, as he appeared sadly In
need of a bath,

From New Haven this tramp A. P.
A. evangelist journeyed to Hodgen-
ville, where it seams ne discovered
nore fertile fields. In other worda
there were more easy marks or bigots
fn the latter place, and judging from
subsequent events It appears as 14
there were more bigots, In one of
bis daily soap  box harangues, In
which he was denouncing the Cath.
olles in general, saying that they
were A disgrace to the American flng
and that everyone of them had a
yellow streak up his back, attentlon
of D. B. Riney, a prominent citizen
and Catholle, was called by a FProt-
estant gentloman coming into his
place of business and stating that
“'hare i a fellow In fromt of your
door denouncing all Catholies.” Mr,
Hiney edged into the crowd and after
hearing a few of the derogatory re-
marks and Insults, grabbed Roberts
by the back of the neck and, dellver-
ipg a few well placed kicks, warned
him to leave town. At this junecture
Rev. H. 8. Bell, a Baptist minister
of! Lebanon, formerly of Buffalo, in-
terferred and took sides with Roberts
and ‘later on was _ Instrumental In
hoving warrants sworn out for Mr.
Riney and Lee Cundy, charging them
with disturbance of public worship,
and in & Police Court trinl Riney was
fined $40 and costs and Cundy $15
aud. coste, both pleading gullty to the
charge, . The Larue County Herald,
published wt Hodgenville, took sldes
with Roberts, the curbatone preacher,
sgainst Mr. Riney, a substantial
brsiness man, the Herald staling that
public sentiment was against Riney
very strong and that there was a
movement In foot to punish the of-
tonders further, The sentiment of
the Herald seems to be the favorite
opinlon of the majority of thosa In
the settlement ang It Is rumored an
attemint is being made to boyeott Mr.
Riney's place of business.

The Feminist Movement Leaders
Hold Views Decidedly
Pagan,

Grant Demands and Christian
Family Would Cease to
Exist,

THINGS WOMEN SHOULD REALIZE

——

"The Feminlst movement Is being
promoted Dby women whose views
are decldedly pagan., If thelr de-

mands were to be realized the Chris-
tian family would cease to exist and
women's condition would lapse I(nt~
paganism,”

The anbove I8 the opinlon of Mrs.
Joseph Frey, Honorary President of
the Catholle Women's League, which
was formed recently at Buffalo as an
auxillary to the German Romar
Catholle Centrnl Vereln. There Is
no little probability that Mrs. Froy
has observed accurately present day
tendencies and stated frankly and
truthfully her convietions about the
character of the more prominent
leaders in the widespread movemen:

suphoniously styled the fuller
amancipation of women, The quos-
tion, as to what Is her sphere In

Iife, has no doubt heen comslderably
obscured of late by the insistent de-
mands of some of the sex for whatr
they are pleased to belleve “are
rights. Womanr suffrage 1» not the
cnly matter concerned In thls move-
ment. We believe that this is bound
to come and rome 'me n the near
future; as far as Catholice are con-
cerned, the church has fssued no
definite pronouncement on thia tople,
and in places where the privilege o?
voting hns been granted aqually to
both sexes members of the hierarchy
have encouraged women (o make
use of the ballot. Wilith reference,
howaver, to some other subjects, and
capecially those that affect wmatri-
monial relatinne and social eondi-
tlons, all Christians, Irrespective of
preed, should entertaln ths same
viewns as does Mrs. Frey.

Much of the degradation and do-
basement brought upon the most
sacred of contracts s du2 in no
small part to tha Influence of the
Irreligious and pagan Instincts and
practices of woman without falth.
These more than others have robbed
matrimony of the character given f*
by our Blessed Lord and preserved
for it by his church. If the slagoe
and the strect, the danes hall and
the bathing beach, tho salon and the
school room present spectacles at
times repulsive and indecent, upon
whom rests the blame? If conditions
are more deplorable now in certain
guarters than they have ever been
before In the memory of man, to
whom are they attributable? If there

is widespread criticlsm on the pars
of those who still retaln a few
shreds of decency, because of

carnulity In song, dance and dresa,
who have been the chief offenders In
ereating the decldedly pagan state ol
affairs? Mra. Frey's opinfon seems
to be sound and her conclusion that
women's condition would lapse in‘e
paganism wore the demands of tho
promoters of the femin'st movemant
renlized is well warranted by the
exparionces of the past few years. It
wonld be well for Catholie woman-
pood throughout the world to take
to heart the statement of the Hon-
orary President of this newly formed
league, 1t would be well alao for
them and others to reallse that It
was not such agitation as s now go-
ing on for suffrage, nor such un-
uridled leense In following the beut
of passion or of pleasure as is current
nownday8, nor such utter dlaregard
for decency, conventionality and pro-
priety as ls observable In strests,
dance halls and theaters, that ralsed
the sex from the mire In which it
was wallowing in the garish days of
a utilitarian paganism to the higher
state whore It was placed by Chrls-
tian virtue, Christian practice and a
Christian chureh,

POLITICS WILL BE GIVEN A REST

Hon. T. P. O'Connor, M. P, re-
viewing the political sltuation in Eng-
lond, cables that the end of the
Parliamentary session leaves the Lib-
etal Ministry In as strong & position
as at the beginning, and much
sironger than some weeks ago.
There were some moments so awk-
ward durlng the eyclone of the Mar-
ccnl scandal that even the most
sanguine supporters of the CGovern-
ment felt that the whole game was
up and that some indiscretions, how-
ever Innocent, were going to drag
down & powerful Minlstry and sov-
eral great measures. (During thiy
terrible time Lloyd-George, the moat
anctive and popular foree in the L.ib-
eral ranks, was paralyzed, silent and
ncrvous, and grew dally thinner,
paler and older, while the Liberdls
i the couniry saw approach with
ranie the bla election with the
equally | e de! This be-
lng all "p away, Lloyd-George,
fully restored to bealth and popular
Ity, has already succeeded In work-
Ing up the masses to feverish hope
and expectations of new land leglslar
tioun,

This session ends In almost & note
iof trinmph. For some weeks politics
will be silent owing to the absence
of all politicians, and even the diffl-
enlt and outstanding problems of the
Eastern question can not keep the
Forelgn Ministers and Ambassadors
from taking a rest. This largely ae-
counts for a cessation even in Austria
and Russia of the arden! campaign
for a revision of the Bucharest treaty,
and the treaty wins the resignation
riather than the acceptance of all
Burope, which Is so tired that it can
rot work or quarrel any more.

The action of the British Forelgn
OfMee In refusing representation at
the Bam Francisco [Exposition iz re-
grrded with mixed fealings, especlally
among the Liberals and the Irish, It
Is quite true that the impulse for
sueh a refusal does not come from
Ponamng, but from the unwillingness
of British manufacturers to send
goods such a long distance at such
expense and with what they claim
are such problematieal results, It
mppears that the desire to Increase
trade by International exhibitions
hag rather died out In ngland. An-
other explanation of the attitude of
Rrglish manuafacturers is that trade
Is 80 extraordinary brisk at this mo-
ment that they grudge any division
of thue, energy or money to anything
but filling thelr orders, many ‘of
them In great areears. Finally a
quarter of a million pounds sterling
seemed large In comparison with the
sium voted by Washington. There are
renl reasons from a purs bunsiness
point of view and business men ap-
prave the attitude of the Govarn-
ment.

But all the same men political hold
that though business reasons thus
oan he offered for the position of the
Forelgn OMce, the sum of a quarter
of & million, though large, Is worth
spcrifieing rather than give the ap-
pearance that Mngland 1s sulking
over Panama. The desire to avold
any auch misunderatanding may sug-
geat yome compromise later on, such
ns a Governmental exhibit of produe-
tiong of the British ampire, but such
M project bhas not gone beyond mere

Worn During Sacrifice of the
Mass and What They
Signify.

Uhurch Has Retained Garments
For Her Own Special
Worship.

1_‘!_103' Represent Some Incident in
Our Lord’s Sacrificial
Sufferings.

ARE LOOKED UPON AS SACRED

The Council of Trent informs us
that the vestments worn at mass
ware Introduced by apostolle ordin-
ance and traditlon. The Apostles,
It seems, selected for this puarpose
the very best article of dress wora
ot the time by Roman elvillans of
rank. Thus, for example, our prem
apt-day alb is the festival tunic woran
Ly eivillans of the Roman empire
down to the fifth and sixth cen-
turies; the chasuble is the cloak wern
At the same period on journeys or
when walking, “When in the course
of time ordinary attire underwent s
complete change, the church retained
these garments for her own suacred
worship. They did not lose their
original oharacter, but became the
distinetlve dress of thé servants of
the altar.” And when these gar-
ments were once adopted for liturgi-
wl services, Lthey were looked upon
us sncred, assumed & moaning In ao-
cordance with theh use, and were
tuken to represent some Incldent im
cur Lord’s sacrifical sufferings.

The amice was orginally a cover-
Ing for the head and shoulders, It
now represents the eloth with which
the soldlers blindfolded Chriet, while
they mocked Him, saying: “Propheer,
who 1s It that struck thee.”

The ayg, a tunic or inner garment
of linen, once worn by Jewlsh priests,
and then by Christian priests from
the earllest days. 1t represents the
white garment In which King HeroA
sod his court mockingly clothed our
Lord, treating Him as a fool. Its
whiteness reminds the priest of the
purity of conscience which should
ndorn his life,

The girdle, a linen or sllken cord
which gathers the alb at the walst,
was at first worn to prevent the alb
fsom tralling along the ground. It
signifies chastity, and s now takem
to represent the ropes with which the
scldiers bound Jesus In the garden,
or the cords with whioh He was tied
to the column for the scourging, or
the whips with which He waa
scourged.

The maniple, a small silk ornamansg
worn on the arm of the priest, was
triginally used a8 a handkerchief.
Then [t became a costly servietts for
presenting or recelving anything, be-
icg folded over Lhe left arm when it
was not in actoal use, In the twelMh
century Its use was restricted to the
mags. It now calls to mind the cords
with which our Lord was bound,

The stole was once a plece of fine
linen worn round the neck and used
by persons of rank for wiplng the
fuce, and spread by women at prayer
over the head and shoulders, falling
round the body like & vell. The stole
“worn by ecclesinstics (from the
fourth century at least) was borderad
with strenks of purple, and when In
ycurse of time lis dimenslons were
contracted these ornaments were re-
tainad as marks of honor, while the
plaln linen portlons were cut away,
st that it was reduced to & band
which surrounded the neck and fell
dawn below the knees on both sides
of the body.'" It represenis the cross
onr Lord had to carry, and denotes
the white robe of sanctifying grace
with which one must be clothed be-
fore acquiring immortality.

The chasubla was originally the
germent worn over the other clothes.
We ean trace its use in the church
back to the beginning of the sixth
gontury. It was then a very |large
vestment completely covering the
body, with only an opening at the top
for the head. In the eleventh cep-
tury its shape was altered, the sides
teing opened to allow the priest
greater fresdom In the use of his
tands. This beautiful form of the
chasuble is known as the Gothig; it
was the only shape In use from the
elevonth to the sixteenth centuries
sod I8 stlll used In many parts of
Furope, After the sixteenth century
the chasuble was still further reduced
in wize and was openad at the aldew
The chusuble represents the garments
in whioch our Lord was clothed whem
He wia derided as Klng of the Jews

The colors now recognized by the
foman liturgy are white, rod, groen,
purple and black, esch with (ts own
symbolleal menning.

White in the symbol of purity and
joy, light and glory. White vest-
ments are therefors appropriniely
wind on feasts of the Blassed Trinity,
of our Lord (when we are not directiy
hin and
