“Big Tim'" Sulllvan, the ldol of
the New York East Side and friend
of the poor, was killed by a rallroad
train August 31, after having os-
caped from those who yere guarding
him on account of a mehtal disorder,
and It was by the merest accldent
that the body was _identified lust
Friday. HWis funeral took place
Monday and is thus reported by the
Associated Press;

“Ble Tim" Sullivan pasged
thronugh the streets of the East Side
for the last time today. His body
wins taken this morning to the old
Cathedral of 8t. Patrick, a short
gquarter of a mile from the rooms of
the associstion bearing his name,
where It had Iain In state since Sat-
urday afternoon, Tens of thousands
of men and women from every sec-
tion of New York had gazed on his
features there and o throng such na
only the East Side can furnish fol-
fowed it today to the Cathedral and
to its last resting place in Calvary
cemetery, Brooklyn. A delegatlon
of Congressmen, headed by Repre-
sentative Kinkead, of New Jersoey,
led the mourners.
