AMERICAN CHRONOLOGY.

Timely Record of Some Memorable
Events in the Catholic His-

tory of America.

By James A. Rooney.
March 22, 1896 The Right Rev.

Michael John Hoban conse-
crated 'Bishop of Alalia and Co-

adjutor to tbe Right Rev. Will-la- m

O'Hara, of Scranton, Pa.;
born at Waterloo, N. J., June 6,
1853; ordained at Rome, May 22,

- 1800; succeeded to the see Feb-
ruary 3, 1899; built St. Joseph's
Infant Asylum and the Maloney
Home for the Aged.

March 23. 1653 Father Peter
Raffelx entered the Society of
Jesus In his eighteenth year;
chaplain of De Courcelle's expedi-
tion against the Mohawks in
1665; rounded Christian Indian
village cf La Prairie (now Sault
St. Louis), and built St Francis'
church there; missionary to the
Senecas In 1680; died at Quebec
in 1723.

March 24, 1663 Father Thomas
Harvey, S. J., ordained In Eng-
land; came to New York as
chaplain of Gov. Dongan, accom-
panied by his fellow Jesuits,
Fathers Charles Gage and Henry
Harrison, arriving August 25,
1683; labored In New York and
Maryland until bis death in
1696, aged seventy-on- e.

March 25. 1824 Act passed by
the New York Legislature Incor-
porating the Ursuline Convent of
the City of New York, with
Mother Mary Ann IFagan,
Superior, and Sisters Frances de
Chaatal WaUh and Mary Paul
Baldwin, who came from Black-roc- k

Convent, . Cork, among tbe
incorporators.

March 26, 1776 Padre Pedro Font.
O. F. M., with Anta's expedition
reached the aroyo of San Fran-
cisco and found still standing the
cross planted by Padre Francisco
I'alou In 1774, "on the extremity
of tbe white cliff at the inner
point of the extreme entrance to
the harbor," the original site of
the present city.

March 27, 1802 The Rev. John
Kelly born In Trillick, County
Tyrone, Ireland; ordained by
Bishop Dubois September 14,
1833; said first mast In Saratoga
In house of John Costigan; sailed
for African mission with Bishop
Barron December 21, 1841; re-

turned In 111 health and was pas-
tor of St. Peter't, Jersey City,
until his death, April 28, 1866.

March 28, 1888 Death in New
York In hit seventy-secon- d year
of Father John C. Drumgoole,
pioneer In tbe movement for the
care of destitute children;
founder of the Newsboys' Home,
and Mount Loretto, Suten
Island, N. Y., which cost over
II, 000, 000 and which on hit
death n left free of debt.

the Recent Events Culled
From Exchanges.

Very Rev. T. O'Reilly, of Mulla- -

Messrs. James Marmlon, of Kll-curr- y;

Patrick McQee, of Dunleer,
and A. J. McQuillan, of Drogheda,
have been appointed Justices of the
Peace.

Rev. James Mahon, Baltlnglass,
has been appointed by the Most Rev.
Dr. Foley as Inspector of Schools
for the diocese of Klldare and
Lelghlln.

On the recommendation of En-
gineer Bergln, the Athlone Town
Council has decided to apply for a
loan of $20,000 to Improve and ex-
tend the water supply.

The Longford County Council has
appointed the Rev. P. Redahan, of
Columbkllle, a member of the
School Attendance Committee, for
the Granard rural district.

T. Kingston, of Rosscarbery, was
elected Master of Clonakilty t'nlon
by twenty-tw- o votes to seventeen
cast for J. Lyons, of Dereeveen
There were five applicants.

The death of Alderman Dan
O'Donnell, or of Sligo, which
occurred at his residence, the Im-
perial Hotel, Is announced. He was
very popular in the town and dis-
trict.

An open verdict was returned at
an Inquest held at Loughrea on
Michael Quinn, a laborer, who was
found on the roadside about a mile
from the town In an unconscious
state.

At the Balllndlne Petty Sessions
two young farmers named Corr and
Rhetigan were prosecuted by the
excise authorities for carrying guns
without licenses on the lands of
Burrish.

The Leltrim County Council
passed a resolution regretting the
departure of County Court Judge
Drummond, who has been trans-
ferred to County Longford and the
Midland counties.

Much regret is felt in Dromar'a
and neighborhood at the death of
Robert Gamble, the former able and
highly popular principal teacher of
Carnew National School for nearly
thirty-fiv- e years.

The lakes around Boyle as well as
the river which runs through the
town have risen to an abnormal
height, many of the low-lyi- place
adjacent to the lakes being com-
pletely submerged.

At a meeting of Tyrone County
Council It was decided by fifteen
votes to six to purchase Dungannon
House, with fifty acres attached, for
the purpose of transforming It into
a county sanatorium.

In a motion at last
week's board meeting to thank the
Building Committee, Librarian
George T. Settle and the architect,
Fred Erhart, for the successful com-
pletion of the Kastern Colored
Branch Library, Dr. Mulllns de- -

' clared that in convenience, ventila
tion and facilities for work it was
superior to any in the city, and that
It would be UBed as a Dattern for
any future buildings that the boar'l
might erect. Architect Erhart ha3
also designed the new St. Elizabeth
church on Burnett avenue, of which
the Rev. Father Assent Is pastor, and
the new St. Columba school to be
erected by the Rev. Father John D.
Kalaher, work on both to be started
before Easter. St. Elizabeth's new
church will cost 175,000 and St.
Columba's school $12,000.
