It 8 but natural that the anni-
vursary of such a day should be
celebrated with varions mun’liosta-|
tlons of joy, but amid the songs
upd the flowers and the pageantry
of our celebrations the great motive |
of the day should not be lost sight
of., Things that minister to the
gsthetic sense should not be al-
lowed to overshadow the appeal tnl
the spiritual. 1If BEaster brings no
heartening measage to o soul wear-
fed with worldly carse, no new in-
spiration 1o take  hold of the
things worth while with a firmer
grip, no new feeling of citizenship
in the eternal, our songs and flow-
ers and pomp and pageantry, how-
ever beautiful, are ol momentary i
value,

The message that Easter brings
to the individual has a very direct
bearing upon his life, for what oune
believés about the future life may
largely determine his charaocter, and |
aven his eternal destiny. One may
even go further and say what a
nation beileves about the herealter |
determines the character of its gov-
ernment in s practical dealing at
home and abroad, and the charactar
of the national life.

Asaociated Press dispaten
Rome on Sonday says it is
stated semi-officially on behall of
the Vatican that the Holy See has
not given Its adherence to the Pan-
Christian Congress which it is pro-
posed to hold shortly, as the Cuth-
olte thurch, oonsidering her dog-
matiec character, could not joln in
the congress on an equal footing,
The feeling at the Vatican, #says
the semi-official expresaion, is that
all the other Christian denominp-
tions seceded from  the Roman
church, which descends directly
from Christ, and that therefore
Rome can not go to them it belng
for them to return to her bosom.
The Pope, the expression adds, Is
ready to receive representatives of
dissident churches with opén arma,
as the Roman church has always
longed for the unification of all
Christian religions,
