, case, why shouldn't America make
some sacrifices In return for tho
Allies' services?"

This stuff has a familiar sound.
Wo used to hear such patriots as
James M. Beck, George Haven Put-
nam and other serviceable British
hornblowers delivering themselves
of that kind of tommyrot. But
really two thought this gentry had
realized that their day was. over.
We will tell the London Graphic and
all its kind, abroad and at home,
a Jew plain, matter-of-fa- ct truths.

. There never was a day nor an hour
when this America of ours stood in
tho slightest danger of subjugation
byGermany. Tho German Imperial
Government never saw an hour or
a day when it could have whipped
America, or when it would have
risked' tho effort.- - There never waB
an hour or a' day when Germany
would have had anything to gain by
war-wit- tho United States. There
never Has been an ihour "or a day J

since the Gorman Empire was rouna-e- d

In 1871 when the United States
navy was not more than able to
beat the German navy and to defend
our coasts from the landing of "a

German army not a day, not an
hour, not a minute.

No one nation in the world, could
whip us. No 'two- - nations in .the
world could whip us. Tho whole
world together could not subjugate
us. Why? Because tho products of
our soil, the vast extent of our
territory, make us a g

nation unconquorablbe from
out. Wo can not be mado tho
victims of blockade. Our coasts
are too long to be blockdded. And
if they could be blookaded, we have
In our own land, everything wo need
to make' war and to feed our people.
'"The German people numbered

about 65,000,000 when the war
broke out; .the whole territory or
the empire was- 60,000 square miles

less than that of the single State
of Texas; the country had no
natural defensive boundaries of seas
or mbuntalns; It was surrounded by
Implacable enemies, it had an in-

significant sea coast; it could not
grow, enough food to feed "Its
population.

The American peoplo number
llO'.O 00,004; they occupy a territory
more than ten times the extent of
tho German Empire; the soil Is
fertile, the climate of every variety,
the mineral and .fuel resources in-

exhaustible, the people Intelligent
and Inventive; there are .enough
young men to keep thearmy and
navy at numerical strength above

- 10,000,000 for an dndeflnlte time;
the country Is grldlroned with rail-
roads and waterways; tho distances
are so vast that tho whole German
army, in its full prime, could' not
provide enough troop3 to maintain
lines'' of communication across it,' let
alone maintaining a fighting, sub-
jugating force.

To talk of Germany crossing three
thousand miles of sea and subjugat-
ing our' . huge country and our
enormous fighting population ds to
talk foolishness. Certainly no gov-

ernment that over reigned In Berlin
dreamed pf undertaking Buch a
hopeless task. It is true that
Germany did for four years make
successful war against France, England,

Italy and Russia, with their
minor allies, though these four
Powers outnumbered the Germans
three to one In man-pow- er and
naval power,' and much more than
that in money-powe- r. But Germany

" anpfimnllahed that tremendous mili
tary feat because she lay in the'
center or the, ring or enemies auu
could strike first here and then- -

there, and because the German
.amies were better trained., But

fwnat eart&ly good would, her armies
'orther generals have done her In a
war with Amerlea when she had no
conceivable way of Jandlng those
armies In America, or of keeping
open sea communication lines had
she been able to land an, army on
our soil?

We say aaaln that there never
was a minute when we were In any
danger at all from any attack
Germany might mediate, except the
vast effort and terrible cost of hav-Sa- g

to beat off such, an attack, and
ao German high command, in its
wildest dream's, aver thought, that
it PMld aubjuate America. The

We understand that the British
Government !has demanded and got

over fSO.000',000 from the United
States for carrying across tho
Atlantic the American soldiers who
turned British defeat Into- - a very
profitable British victory. It Is right
that wo should pay for our own war,
but It is not right that wo should
go on paying' for the twenty or more
wars of other nations that still con-

tinue in'Burdpe, Asia and Africa,
after the defeat and . surrender of
our only two enemies. Ten to, one
the, people are sick of this wfcole
greedy, grasping, impudent European
outfit. They Jiave had enough of
European gratitude and European
intrigue to last them all their lives.

We tell the London Graphic and
all dts kind in Europe, .As well as
here at home, that our America is
ready and able to defend Itself at
any time against Germany or any
other nation; that our people won't
yell for help, either, when compelled
to fight; that they repudiate with
indignation any assertion that Eng-
land or anybody else ever saved
them from conquest and subjugation
by Germany.

Dr. Mythen ds assistant minister

,at Baltimore, where ho has
the largest congregation In the coun-
try. Volunteering as a chaplain
when America dntered the war, he
saw sen-ic- abroad till the armistice
was signed." Ho Is a powerful orator,
and his statement of Ireland's case
before the Irish race convention in
Philadelphia on Washington's birth
day .electrified his audience, inciuu
ing Cardinal Gibbons and manyl

sylvanla, and everywhore he reports
whole-hearte- d enthusiasm for the
Irish cause among Americans who
are not of Irish blood, and very
notably among strongly Protestant
sections. Ministers warmly second
ed his advocacy of the application of
America's war aims --to Ireland, and

"The ed religious Issue In
Ireland," said Dr. Mythen, "is
nothing but common political trick
by which English militarism seeks
to Justify its rule or might in mat
country. It alms to sow dissension
among a naturally tolerant- - anu
amiable peoplo, and to exaggerate
that dlseontlon a hundred-fol- d in
the eyes of Americans. Yet the
masses of Catholic Irishmen have
repeatedly followed Protestant lead-- ,
era like Dean Swift, Henry Grattan,
Wolfe Tone, Robert Emmet and
Charles Stewart Parneil, while on
the other hand the' last election
proved that Protestants give equal
confidence to leaders in
patriotic matters,' as many Sinn
Fein candidates who happened to be
Catholics were elected by Ulster
constituencies with large, Protestant
Borml&t'ons.
