Plans for a campaign to be made
the last week In November to raise
afund for a new home and recrea-
tion center for Catholic girls and
women to supplant the Visitation
Homo on Walnut street, below
Sixth, are now In process of forma-
tion following an enthusiastic meet-
ing of local Catholics Tuesday night
at the home. The campaign will be
ror between $200,000 and $300,000,
and Catholic leaders here say the
drive, the biggest thing attempted
locally by Catholics in many years,
will bo in the nature of a gift to
the Catholic gIrlsof tho city and of
the Louisville diocese. Frank A.
Geher will uo Chairman of the Cam-
paign Committee, Col. P. H. Calla-
han will serve as Vice Chairman and
E. J. Cooney as Secretary. A com-
plete list of committee chairman and
members will be ready within a
short time, and a positive statement
as to the definite sum to be sought
also will bo made in the near future.

The fund will bo raised primarily
among the Catholics of tho city and
of Western Kentucky, according to
present plans. Tentative plans for
the institution, which will be cen-
trally located, anticipate a Catholic

l girls' home somewhat similar to the
Young Women'sOhristian Associa-
tion. .The institution will bo a homo
for working girls, a community cen-
ter for Catholic girls, and a recrea-
tion center, with gymnasium and
swimming pool, class rooms, etc. The
campaign would have been made
moro than a year ago, tho delay
being occasioned by war conditions.
The object behind the movement en-
tirely Is to provide a better home
for Catholic girls in a more suitable
location. The Visitation Home has
been managed by the Sisters of
Mercy, who have under serious
handicaps successfully carried on
tho largest institution of its kind in
the city, there being an average of
elghty-fiv- o girls cared for in the
present institution.

The need of a recreation center
for the Catholic girls was empha'
sized at the meeting, and speakers
said success for the project means
the realization of the wishes of tho
girls for many years past. The
project has the endorsement, it It
said, of every Catholic pastor in
Louisville. Tho drive will be made
on the parish unit plan.

Thore are forty Catholic parishes
In Louisville and about seventy
other parishes in the Louisville dio-
cese outside of the city. The Louis-
ville diocese includes all the terri
tory west of the Kentucky river.
consisting of sixty counties. There
are 120,000 Catholics In this teiri-tory- ,

about ono-ha- lf of whom are In
Louisville.
