"The saddest words of .tongue or

The above quotation applies

mighty forcibly to tho feelings of tho
Republican machine just now, from
tho big bosses down to tho llttlo
peanut and crap shooting politicians.

the (banquet barrage with effusive
and eulogistic editorials, in which
thev likened the Warden
to 'Washington, Jefferson, Lincoln,
nnd every other prominent states-
man, past and present. Morrow,
Smith, Searcy, Chilton, Nick Denun-zi- o,

Tommy West, Able Netter and
all of the prominent Republican
politicians took up the cry "We
want Hert."

It was
planned to take the Keystone police

"DIscussln'g'Tfcace, Cardinal" Logue
says tho recent efforts In that direc-
tion have boeni marked iby Insincer-
ity on one side. That side JeEt the
ground of suspicion that tho purpose
wias to .mark time until the country
was beaten flat 'beyond the hope of
resistance as preparation to the
swallowing of the nauseous parti-
tion act. "It is said tho Sinn Fein
is on the run, hut it may bo a Jong
run. Meanwhile many lives aro sac-
rificed and the country ruined. The
ruin may spread beyond the con-
fines ot Ireland."

Bishop Cohalan ot Cork, In his
pastoral letter, denies the proclama-
tion ot tho republic iby tho Sinn
Fein Parliament is sufficient to con1
Btitute the Irish Republic. "How-
ever much we may deslro tho pos?
session ot absolute independence,
it can not be held that the procla-
mation of Dall EIreann constitutes
Ireland validly as a. separate state."

THANKFUL TO CARDINAL,

On Tuesday of last week His Em-
inence Cardinal Gibbons, recovered
from his late Illness, granted on
audience to the Rev. J. H. Brunlmg
member of the delegation of the
German hierarchy, now sojourning
In th's country In the interest of
Central European relief. During the
audience Rev. Brunlng told His
Eminence that the Bishops of Ger-
many had sent their best wishes
for his early recovery, along with
the as urance that tho Catholic
children of tlielr country were pray-
ing for him. The Cardinal was
handed a letter expressing the grat-
itude of tho Gorman hierarchy for
the aid already given the starving
children of their stricken country,
and an appeal for further aid for
the children, tho priests, tho sisters,
tho convortts and seminaries and
charitable Institutions. Tho letter,
wihlah lias since been sent to the
hlorarhcy of the United Stntd Is
signed by tho Prlnco Bishop of Ilres-lai-i,

Cardinal Adolf Bertram, and
by tlve Archblflhon of Cologne, tho
Most Rev. Kari Schulto.

by other persons and organizations.
On the first page of the reprint we
find this sentence: "ii nas Doen saui
that the councils reaflly represent
the policy and beliefs of small
groups Instead of the great body of
churchmen." No doubt this "naB
ben said," but until w know who
Fa5d it wo shall not take the trou-
ble to make a formal reply.

Tho principal criticisms made In
tho reprint are three- - First, an

charge of "widespread
conspiracy Is made against tho em-
ployers of the country," second,
both tho Catholic and Protestant
Mt.i frnnenlH failed to nunnort this
charge by "specific facts;" third,
this action Is ono or "ino many in-

stances of failure on the part of
and other bodies actually

to Investigate conditions boiore mak-
ing tholr doflnfto announcements."
Tho first criticism can bo disposed
Of very briefly Tho statement of
tho Social Action Department did
not nso tho word "conspiracy." Tho
only exprwdon. In that atatomeat

cripple the unions. Wo are quite
well aware that eomo organizations,
both ot employers and ot other in-

dustrial! groups, probably havo no
such purrkwe.

Nevertheless we would point out
tiltat Mr. Lewis Is utterly mistaken
when ho says that "a policy adopted
by tho United States Chamber ot
Commerce really represents tho
sense of a community." Netwlth-tsandln- g

its sprinkling of prOtes-Rion- al

men, tho average local Cham-
ber of Commerce representa tho
viewpoint of the employing class ex-
clusively, whenever it makes a

conicerning tho rela-
tions between capital and labor. Tho

aimo is true of the American Bank-
ers' Association, and to a lesser de-
gree of that pmall body ot rural
aristocrats known as tho National
Grange.

This brings us to tho main Issue,
namely whether the "open shop"
movement as conducted by certain
groups of employers seeks to cripple
the labor unions. Tho "specific facts"
supporting an afilrmatlve answer are
abundant. They can bo given hero
only in summary form. In general,
few if any of the organizations that
havo declared iln favor of the "open
Shop" avow their attitude toward
collective bargaining. This Is tho
vital issue. Unless the membors of
a union aro permitted to deal with
the employer as a body iflielr union
membership Is futile. An "open
shop" which tallows the employes to
belong to a union but does not per-
mit the union to deal with tho em-
ployer as a union is worthless. Not
only has no "open shop" organiza-
tion declared that the "open shop"
employer would deal with tihe union,
but every eiuoIi organization that has
confessed tits attitude on this sub-
ject has admitted that this practice
would not bo tolerated.

Several representatives! of em-
ployer groups have protested to the
Social Action Department against Its
doolaratloii that tho "open shop" is
intended to destroy tho unions.
Upon examination, every one of
them admitted that the "open shop"
which they aro advocating would
not permit dealing with the undone-- .

The spokdrman for tho National As-
sociation ot .Manufacbruors wals In-

formed that if that body would
make-- a public statement to the ef
fect that tho "open shop" Is con
sistent with proportional representa
tion by the union employes in a sys-
tem of collective bargaining, even
confined to tho individual shop, the
Social Action Department would
withdraw its statement against tho
"open shop." This gentleman de
clared that the National ASToclation
of Manufacturers would make no
such statement, and admitted that
this organization really desired to
cripple the unlions. Up to tho pres-
ent no authorized representative of
nn "open shop" organization has de-

nied that collective bargaining with
the union Is inconsistent with the
"open shop."

It can not be too often repeated
that tho Issue Is not that of mere
employment or Of
union members, hut of collective
bargaining between the employer
and tho union employes. Popo Leo
XIII. declared that worklngmenlsi as-

sociations ought to be such as "to
furnish tho best and most suitable
means ifor helping each Individual
member to better his condition to
the utmost In body, mind and property."

Who will dare assert this re-

quirement is (realized In a labor un-

ion which Is not permitted to deal
with the employer? To quote the
most important single sentence In
the statement made by the Social
Action Hepartment: "Of what avail
to It for workers to be permitted by
their employers to become mem-
bers of the unions If tho employers
will not deal with the unions?"
Whether by accident or by design.
Lewis did not attempt to answer
this question. Did he Ignore it de-

liberately?
The third criticism which he

made was-- to the effect tint ecclesi-
astical organizations frequently dis-

cuss Industrial mbjectlj without suf-
ficient knowledge of the facts. This
Is the superior and patronizing at-

titude often taken by so-call-

"practical men." The truth is that
as a rule, clergymen who make
pronouncements In this field know
the facts only too well. And tholr
ifnnvledcn is more adequate than
that of the "practical man" because
Miov Iiilvo endeavored Impartially to
6ee both sides of tho question, to
know all tho fact.
