TERMS FOR PEACE.

Eamonn De Valera, President of
the Irish Republic, recently has
been asked two questions, which are
repeated herewith, together with his
replies:

Q. On what basis would Sinn
Fein consider entering into peace
negotiations with the British Gov-

ernment?
A. We have Indicated the basis

time after time. Irelandjs separate
nationality, which Implies the right
of the people of Ireland to deter-
mine freely, to decide for them-
selves, their own form of govern-
ment and to adjust as a nation their
political relationships with other
nations upon a comomn equality of
right.

Q. Would Daill EIreann accept
Dominion home rule?

A. Those who talk like this are
simply fooling with a phrase. As it
is applied to Ireland the expression
has no definite meaning. The es-

sence of Dominion home rule for
Canada, Australia, etc., is, as Bonar
Law (Government leader In Com-
mons) put it in the British House
of Commons on March 30, 1920,
"that they have control of their
own destinies." Those nations can
determine for themselves, and com-
pletely control their own fighting
forces, and the amount they con-

tribute to the general security of
the Briitsh Empire, even to the
point of neutrality, in a war in
which Britain is engaged. Their
right to secede altogether from the
British connection is also definitely
acknowledged. Thus the British
Dominions have had conceded to
them all the rights that Irish Re-
publicans demand. It is obvious
that if these rights were not being
denied to us we would not be en-
gaged In the present struggle. If
there ever be a British statesman
who will really desire to bring
peace to the peoples of these two
neighboring islands he will approach
the task in the following manner:

First Acknowledge Ireland's
right as a free and independent na-
tion as a preliminary. For Eng-
land's sake as well as for Ireland's
this Is necessary, for any agree-
ments made under the duress of
force, or a supposed existing part-
nership which Ireland denies, would
not be worth tho paper they are
written upon.

Two Then negotiate with Ire-
land such a partnership or alliance
as the common interests of both
islands may suggest and on such
terms as the peoples ot both coun-
tries mutually agree upon.

We do not hold by any policy ot
Isolation; in fact, we are a thor-
oughly sane and reasonable people,
not a coterie of political doctrin-
aires, or even petty politicians, Re-
publican or other. We are, however,
for that very reason all tho more
Immovable when It Is a question
of fundamental right or justice.

LIGHT TO GUIDE.

On March 4 the now President of
the United States of America will
enter upon the administration of
his exalted office. Never were wis-
dom and courage more needed by
the head of our great American
Democracy. Every Catholic ought
to offer on that day earnest pray-
ers that God will guide our Chief
Magistrate wisely and well, that tho
evils of the late Avar may bo abol-
ished and our Nation enter again
upon tho way of progress through
justice and charity. The gravest
problems call for the attention of
the new President, problems both
domestic and foreign, on the solu-
tion of which depends the happiness
pf tho American people. Let a
vigil light express your patriotic
prayers for divine guidance nnd
support of the President during the
four momentous years that open be-
fore him. May our Blessed Mother
shield him and counsel) htm through
love for this land of her predilec-
tion.

arise to cleanse us ot so foul a
shame?

And the second comment Is the
cruel absurdity of tho policy of
frlghtfulness. Every ono is agreed
that tho murder gang In Ireland la
a small group ot desperate men over
whom the general body of tho peo-
ple have no more sympathy than

I tho London public, had In regard 'to
Jack the Ripper. Lloyd George, in
the House of Commons, has himself
admitted this. The collective ven-gean- co

wreaked on Cork did not
touch the criminals, Il punished a
whole population, who, whatever
their political sympathies, have had
no association with crime. If Cork
marked a closed chapter there
would bo room for hope. But there
is no evidence of that. There
is abundant evidenco to tho con-
trary.

Do not let England forget that
the honor and good faith of the
country are bound up in this mat-
ter of tho Strickland report. If wo
aro 'to clear ourselves before tho
world of complicity in tho Govern-
ment's suppression of tho verdict of
their own court, wo must compel
the publication of that verdict.

The truth about Cork Is known to
tho world. W English must make
a clean breast of It, publicly and
officially. It is only by that act of
simple honesty that we can hopo to
put ourselves Tight with the public
opinion of civilized society.

AMERICA'S NEW CARDINAL.

Archbishop Dennis J. Dougherty
left Philadelphia Saturday for
Rome, where ho will receive the red
hat of a Cardinal from Popo Bene-
dict VX. Thousands of Roman
Catholics of tb archdiocese
marched from thp archleplscopal
residence with t7e Cardinal-designat- e

to tho station, where ho board-
ed a special car for New York.
Hundreds of clergymen and laymen
accompanied him to New York to
bid him farewell when he sailed
from Hoboken on .the Holland-America- n

liner Nleuw Amsterdam
later In tho day. A hundred and
fifty Fourth Degree members of the
Knights of Columbus, in street re--

acted as a special escort. The
lerical escort to Rome included

Monslgnor Michael J. Crane, Vicar
General of the archdloceso; tho Very
Rev. Joseph A. Whltaker, Chan-
cellor, and eight rectors of tho
archdiocese. Three laymen, Dr.
W'lHam Long, John J. Coyle and
Joseph F. Gallagher, also accom-
panied the ArchbUhop to Romo.

The honor comes to Archbishop
Dougherty as a reward for long and
earnest services to God and Church,
tor Archbishop Dougherty's career
has been a most distinguished one.
A native of Pennsylvania, educated
In the great Seminary of St. Charles
Borromeo, at Overbrook, Dennis J.
Dougherty was ordained to the holy
priesthood May 3, 1890. He was
a young priest of such remarkable
ability, piety, courtesy and tact In
dealing wtlh men that when the
question arose of appointing Amer-
ican Bishops to the Sees In the
Philippine Islands, after the acces-
sion of those Islands to the United
States following the Spanish-America- n

war, he was appointed to the
See of Neuva Segona; he was conse-
crated in the Cathedral of Phila-
delphia June 14, 1903. His depart-
ure for the Philippines was tho oc
caslon of a great demonstration
from tho people of Philadelphia.
No Bishop ever had knottier ques-
tions to deal with than Bishop
Dougherty In the distant Philip-
pines. But so well did he succeed
as Bishop of Neuva Segona that
In April, 1908, he was transferred
to the important Diocese ot Jaro,
Philippine Islands, So faithfully
and earnestly did he labor In the
Islands that when the See of Buf-
falo became vacant by the death of
Bishop Colton In 1915, he was
transferred to that See on December
6. In June, 1916, he returned from
the Philippines and was formally
Installed In his new See by Cardinal
Farley. Archbishop Prendergast, of
Philadelphia, and many Bishops
wero present. On May 1, 1918, he
was appointed to the Metropolitan
See of Philadelphia to succeed the
lamented Archbishop Prendergast.
His arrivaili in his native .State as
Archbishop of the venerable See of
Philadelphia was the occasion of a
great demonstration. A delegation
of distinguished clergy and laity
went from Philadelphia to Buffalo
to escort him "home" after his many
and varied journeys. He was sol-
emnly enthroned In May, his ven-

erable mother, so lately passed
away, being present with his sisters
and brothers to witness the honors
conferred upon "her boy." The

broke out In November, and
the heroic work of Archbishop
Dougherty, his priests, seminarians
and religious orders stands among
tho most glorious instances of self-sacrifi- ce

and devotion to duty.
Priest, Archbishop, patriot, Amer-

ican, no nobler work adorns the
pages of .the church in this country
than that of 'Most Rev. Dennis J.
Dougherty, fifth Archbishop of
Phlladolphia. To him the congrat-
ulations of tho entire country go
out. As Catholics and Americans
we rejoice in his achievements and
tho honors which will be conferred
upon him. In the College of Car-
dinals he will be tho third native
American to bo elevated to that ex-olt-

dignity, Their Eminences, Car-
dinal Gibbons, of Baltimore, and
Cardinal O'Connell, ot Boston, en-

joying this distinction.

BAPTISTS THREATEN JEWB.

Tho Baptist World, the official
organ of the Baptist church In Ken
tucky, Is not very friendly to the
Jews, Judging from the following
taken from Its columns:

"We have received a publication
Issued by a committee of Jews in
New York, the purpose of which is
defensive propapagna. If the Jews
get in bad repute In America it
will be their own fault. As a gen-

eral proposition, America has felt
kindly toward this remarkable race.
They have been persecuted in many
nations. America gave them refuge,
liberty and opportunity. Very well,
now let the Jew behave himself. Let
him stop his effort to destroy the
American Sabbath. Let him cease
to prostitute the American theaters
and motion pictures, which he con-
trols, to the undermining of the
character of America's jouth. This
ho is doing by the wholesale, out of
perversity or the love of money or
both. The way salacious scenes,
presenting the grosser phases of sex
life, are lugged Into the motion pic-
ture is becoming a scandal and an
outrage on American decency. We
will treat these sons of the flesh of
Abraham well If they will let us.
Out America is being forced to take
cognizance of certain perversities in
society at the other end ot which
stands the Jew. These things must
go, or Americanism suffer Irrepar-
able injury. We are willing to hear
the Jew's defense, but let him cease
to contaminate America's life, or
America will have to deal with him
sternly to protect itself.

REGULATE MOVIE PICTURES.

A Catholic organization has been
formed to institute a driv3 to purge
the movie industry of its many
blatant faults. Charles McMnrtln,
of the National Catholic Welfare
Council, Is the leader of the move-
ment and he has expressed the so
ciety's purposes in the following
summary:

"Tho great business of the movies
the fourth in relative Importance

of our American Industries is by
universal consent in a most unstable
and unsatisfactory condition. The
producers, tho exhibitors, the artists
and artisans within the industry,
and more than all these, the suffer-
ing but submissive "public, realize
this fact. One of the principal tasks
therefore of the Welfare Council
during the coming year will be both
nationally through Its organization
In Washington, and locally through-
out every city and town in the
United States, through the 20,000
or more Catholic societies and the
20,00,000 Catholic people in tho
country, to wage an unrelenting
fight against Immoral and unwhole-
some motion pictures. Wo consider
this one of the most urgent recon-
struction tasks before the citizens
of America today, and we call not
only upon tho Catholic citizenry of
the United States, but upon every
other group Interested In protecting
the morals, especially ot our Amer-
ican youth, to assist us in this fight
for sane and wholesome amusement
both on tho spoken stage and on
the screen."
