Beginning with May the Knights
of Columbus intensive welfars work
for digabled men in Ameriean mil-
itary and marine hospitals will gO
into effect, to be financed by the
portion of the K. of C. war fund
originally set aside for the proposed
construction of a memorial bullding
in Washington, D. (O, Durlog the
past two years the Knights have
conducted hosplitalization work on a
minor scale, their activities being
restricted by departmental regula-
tions to recreation work. The new
programme, while not specifically
extending the nature of this work,
calls for an intensification of it, so
that the disabled men will receive
more opportunitiea for amusement.
which forms an essential part of
their restoration to normal physical
and mental condition,

“The peak of Government hos-
pitalization work,"” Dr. E. W. Buck-
ley, supreme physiclan of the K. of
C., states in the official K. of C, an-
nouncement, “will not be reached
before 1028 Thiz means that at
least until that time we shall have
as legitimate proteges of Lthe Gov-
ernment hundreds and thousands of
men who bore the brunt of the na-
tion's fighting In the war. Plans
have been carefully made toward
the end of restoring theae oases,
thoroughly cured, to ecivillan 1ife
within the next ten years. This may
appear to be a long time for the
war to be remembered, but the war
will not be forgotien economically
until the last Liberty bond I8 re-
deemed.”

The Knights of Columbus have a
small corps of efficient workers or-
ganized under the direction of Su-
preme Secretary William P, MeGine
ley at New Haven headquarters,
Each of the workers saw sarvice
either in the camps at home or at
the front and is well acquainted
with the needs of the disabled fight-
Ing men, During the winter months
the K. of C. programme calls for
frequent theater parties, while in
aummer baseball oulings and other
outdoor recreations will be fres
quently held. The Knights through
their ehain of 132 schoolgs will also
co-operate In free voecational train-
in#: for the disabled More than
10,000 men were taken to thealera
by the K. of C. last season, and this
summer's plans comprise baseball
outings at National and American
league parks for 30.000 men,
