tellery. The orignal pl.nt was ereeted
by Col. Joha W. Miile-~
stroyed by fire, exeepting the large
warchouse, in Febranry 18956 Pre-
vious to tha fire, the Levy Brothers,
of Cineinnati, parchased the plant
Immediately after its destruction they
begoan the erection o! the present plant
Tha distillery projer is built entirely
ol brick and is a malel of convenience
and perfection, only th: latest im-
proved machicary snd fixtares being
used. Asa role, a distillery is n very
dirty place but here everything is as
neat and clean asa new pin, The
tubs, floors, and mwchinery are scour-
ed and rubbed daily and a stylishly
dressed lady could go all over the
premises without soiling o threal

The distiller, Mr. Calvin Nevieus,
is suid, by those svho know, to be one
of th: best in the state, and judging
from the excellent article produeal,
this reputation is well earned. The
plant is now in oparation and 103 bush-
eles ure mashel per day, from which
Mr. Nevieus produces from 9 to 912
burrels of whisky.

The bottling depirtmentis a new
feature with distil.ers, the povernment
only reeently granting them that
privilege. This department at the
Pilgrimage is nuder the direction
of Me. Juke Kortz, of Paduesh. The
arrangcme:nt are perfect and, as Mr
Koriz is an expert hand at the bus-
icess, the gools of the Pilgrimage will
zo to customers locking sscond to none.
The company is bottling some of its
six-year-old goods, which is considered
as fine whisky as can be found in the
state. The ligaor is placel in a large
espper tank and passes through a per-
fect fillering mching befoe reaching
the bottles. Mr. Kortz has a foree of
han is who cork, seal and lable, the
bottles. -~ Thzy are then put in cases
and are ready for shipment.

We were surprised to learn of the
enormous quantity of whisky in the
Pilgrimige warehonie. There are two
tremendous houses, both built onthe
most moldera plan. In these are stor-
ed 4,300 to 4,490 barrels of whiskey.
It is worth a trip out there justto go
thriugsh these enormous warehouses.
