The regular June term of the Gar-
rard Circuit Court convened last Mon
day. Judge M. C. Saufley opened
court at 9 o’clock and proceeded im-
mediately to the business of the
Court. The following gentlemen will
constitute the Grand Jurv for the
present term, namely: Captain T. A.
Elkin, foreman, B. Ray, J. S. Daniels,
Wm. Smalley. E P. Brown, J. E. An-
derson, W. M. Sutton, D. C. Sanders,
Jerry Higgins, J. A. Scott, Jack Ed-
wards, Oscar Ray,

Judge Saufley’s instructicns to the
Grand Jury was brief, and delivered
in his usual forcible way. Special at-
tention was called to the violation of
the local option laws and the jury was
told to look into the conduct of ali
public officers and if these servants of
the people were not performing the
duties required of them or if they
were not conducting the offices hon-
estly. to return indictments against
the offenders. Attention was called
to the loafers, who were failing to
render to society such work as is due
from all able-bodied persons and the
grand jury was told by tne Judge to
nave such persons answer indictments
for vagrancy.

The grand jary upon retiring to
their duties began immediately to
hear evidence concerning the recent
trouble in which several persons were
shot near Cartersyi.le.

No iondictments against these
parties had been returned before we
went to press but wiil probably be
filed in court next Tuesday.

Majors, was tried Wed-
nesday, and a verdict of “*'not guilty”
returned by the jury. This case has
received wide publicity on account of
the mysterious shooging. and the in-
ability of the Commonwealth to ascer-
tain who fired the shot tlLat killed the
woman, the husband Chas. Majors, is
