cover crop, according to It. K. Stcph
enson, soil extension specialist from
tht; College of Agriculture. Many
farmers have already realized the
value of such crops and seeded their
field with them, report. from mor
than 50 Kentucky counties indicating
that the acreage of uch crops will
lie lncrea'd from one-thir- d to one- -

fourth more than that of lat year.
Itye which ha proved to ! the
mot popular crop for thi purpose
up tu the prefent time enn he feed- -
cd later than any of the other re- -

commnded for cover crois. Dr. Steph-
enson said.

In sowing cover crops farmers are
coping successfully with the largest
single soil management problem
which they have, .Mr. Stephenion
said. This problem is the conserva
tlon of plant food nnd the preven
tion of leaching and eroiin. lie- -
gardlcts of leaching and e rem on cov- -

r crop. are profitable ones in view
of their green manure and pniture
value. Many Kentucky farmer will
be compelled to sow cover crop this
fall if they wish to keep their farm
up to a high rtfate of production sinc
their fields are in such condition that
in a few years they will be gullied
and leached beyond redemption, Mr.
Stephenson said.

Grain Feed Now Boosts
Fall Milk Production
Successful feeding of dairy cattle

during the fall of the year requires
the use of grain in ndiytinu to what
pastures may still exist, dairy specia
list say. A feed compoed of four
parts of corn meal, two parts of
wheat bran and two parts of cotton
seed meal all mixed by weight nnd
fed nt the rate of one pound for ev
ery three und onc-lm- lf pound of
milk that the cow produces each day
U giving gooil results nt the College
of Agriculture farm as a fall grain
feed. If the cow is yielding two gal.
Ions or about 17 pound. of milk daily
she should receive five or six punds
of dry grain each day. If the pat-tur-

is not abundant it will be neces
ury to feed from five to tenpounds

ducts during the winter months by
breeding cows to produce their calves
in the fall rather than In the spring
as is now the cave on manyfarms of
few Kentucky farmers an excellent
opportunity for increasing the profits
from this phase of thier (tUMiies,
according to J. J. Hooper, bend of
the dairy department of the College
of Agriculture. At the present time
Kentucky farmers are producing
about 70 per cent of their dairy pro-

duct. between May I and November
1 nnd the remaining HO per cent dur-

ing the six winter month, accord-I- n

to Mr. Hooper. This condition
should be revied or at lentt equaliz-
ed if the greatest profit possible are
to be expected from the dairy busi-
ness, be said.

A maximum production of milk
during the winter month. will make
it po.ible for farmers to realize the
greatest profit from their dairies since
all dairy product. bring the highest
price during that season of the year.
Labor also is cheaper anil time more
plentiful In which to care for th
cow and her cnlf. The fact that a
calf born in the fall will nmke great-
er growth during the year. If given
the proper attention, than one that Is
born In the spring i another ad-

vantage in favor of winter dairying.
To have cows produce their calves

at the proper time in the fall they
should be herd in mid-winte- r, since
breeding them during the early fall
will cause them to freshen during the
spring. The cow that freshens in
the spring wjll lag in production
when the drouth of summer arrives
and will begin to dry otf in the fall
after she has been milking about six
months. On the other hand the cow
that I fresh" in the fall will be stimu
lated by the calf to give her greatest
How of milk during the winter months
when she is fed on silage and grain
.She will be stimulated again to
greater production in the summer
