Tho famine seems now to bo at its
Worst Tho Impoverished country eon
slsts of tho greater part of tho Provlnco
of Shansi parts of southwestern Chill
Western Shantung and tho northern
districts of Honan comprising an area
variously estimated at from 70000 to
100000 Bquare miles The greatest dis-

tress

Is in tho southern half of Shansi
Including tho provincial capital Tit
Yuen tho population of which unless
rain comes at once bids fair to become
absolutely extinct In Ita horrlblo do
talls as given by all witnesses foreign
and native official and missionary it is

6th of March thero appears a memorial
from Li Honien Governor of Honan
and Yuan Special High Commissioner
for Famino Relief appealing for State
assistance to tno oistrcssea province
From it hiav bo eathercd tho straits to
which tho famine stricken country isro
duccd I therefore append a translation
of it and I must remind my country-

tion of thoBtatoof tho provlnco by its
responsible rulers in tho litnguago of a
Blue book

Thodroughtwith which tho province
has been visited for sevoral years in suc-

As autumn advanced into winter the
number of those in need of relief in
creased dal y until at last they could
bo counted by millions the lower
classes were the first to bo affected and
they 6oon disappeared or dispersed in
search of subsistence elsowbere Now
tho famine has attacked tho well to do
and the wealthy who find themselves re-

duced to greater misery as each day goes
by and they in their turn aro dying off

or lonowing inoso wno nave migrateu
elsewhere Jn the earlier period of dis-

tress

tho living fed upon tho bodiescof
tho dead next tho strong devoured tho
weak and now the general destitution
has arrived at such a climax that men
devour those of their own flesh and
blood History contains no recoid of so
terrible and distressing a state of things
und if prompt measures of relief be not
instituted the whole region must become
depopulated Local sources of supply
aroeutirely exhausted thegrainariosaro
empty and tho Tieasury drained dry
whilo tho few wealthy people in the
provinces havo helped with contribu
tionsand loans till they themselves aro
impoverished

I his dreadful picture is fully borno
out by the letters leccived in Shanghai
from the foreign missionaries in ShansL
Tho Eoman Catholic Bishop of Shans
Mgr Monagatta who is a resident in
Tal Yuen tho capital of tho province
writes from that city under date of 24th
of March to tho Procurour des Lazar
istes hero acknowledging the receipt of
ten thousand talers for distribution He
says
