OUR COMMON SCHOOL SYSTEM

No II
Editor Ilrcckenrldge News

In my last I attempted to give in brief
the history of the svstcm of common
schools in our state so far as regards the

aiious measures passed from time lo time
by which a fund has been creuted for tho
mainlcnnnco of the common school The
main body of this fund brings un ml valor

uin tax of XI cents on the hundred dollais
wonh of property Ono will readily see thnt
this fund will vury at different times just
in proportion as the taxible property Hue

tuutes in vnluo Hence thero can be no
guessing ns to the cause of tho decline in

the per capita during tho past few years
As propetty has depreciated in value so

this fund hns decreased This is to bo re-

gretted for even with properly nt a high

figure the fund would bo small enough

and at present it has dwindled until it is al

most a mere pittunco It is customary
for mnny to blame the superintendent with

this fluctuation in the per caput whereas
nothing could be more unjust Tho amount
due every child in tho stale of the school
ago is found in this w a In July tho au-

ditor must furnish tho superintendent of

public instruction the amount which will
probably bo nvuilablo for school purposes
tho same to bo derived from thu various

sources from which iho school fund is

raised The superintendent deducts from
this 1 the salaries of each of tho commis-

sioners in the 117 counties of the state 2

three dollars fur every district reported in
tho various counties by their repeetive
commissioners 3 ono por cent of all
money due each count tho salnry of

the superintendent and his clerks 5 the
postago nnd printing bills of his office
This not amount ho divides by tho entire
number of pupil children reported by tho
census and tho result is the per caput It
is plain to bo seen that with tho superin ¬

tendent it is merely a problem in long di
vision tho result of which it is impossible
for him to change however desirous ho

might bo to do so Another icason why

ihi cr caput varies fo much Is that tho

estimate furnished by the auditor is mud
upon a hypothesis As was snid above he
estimates what funds will in all probabili-
ty be subject to the order of tho Htperiu
lendent This is because the fund for any
school year is derived from the retonucs of
that year and the auditor can not be sure
of that which is yet in tho futuro It Is

frequently the caso thnt the estimate is

made wrongly If such error occur it is
to bo corrected out of thu rovonuo of the
succeeding yeur If too high tho deficit
to bo made up from tho revenuo of tho
next year or vice versa An instnnco of
this occurred in 1871 and is cited by Mr
Henderson in hit repnit The superin ¬

tendent in 71 declared a per caput of
2 30 The fund failed to meet this de

mand by about 12000 thus leaving that
amount to bo deducted from the revenue of

the succeeding year There should bo u

remedy for this in some way The money
ought to bo ready for the teachers subject

to the draft of the comtnissinno whenever
It Is due und it should be due whenever
tho school Is taught out One enn nut but
admire tho Indiana plan of paying teach ¬

ers nt tho end of each mouth just s men
cmplovcd in tiny other avocation ure paid

The present method of paying nominally
February loth and May 15th but geneial
ly mnklug the last payment tho middle of
July as thU year is un Inconvonlenco to
which I lie teachers il they wero not it weak
portion of our population would not sub
mit Again It is wrong to blame thorn
perliilendenlwiih this delay He has no
power oyer tho mutter further thaa to draw

M llH
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u check on the auditor Nolthr atu wo to
blame tho commissioners fur they hnve no
option in tho mntter Trtto sometimes
they might bo somewhat dilatory with this
as with other business committed to their
trust but this would bo no delay such as
that to which wo refer The fault lies with
our revenue laws nnd sheriffs who do not
promptly enough collect tho taxes from
which these claims are to bo paid The
law does not require the sheriffs to pay In

tho taxes until April 1st and the money is

not in the treasury to meet the claims By
tho provisions of tho law n school taught
half out by tho 10th of January Is entitled
to 10 per cent of the money duo the dis-

trict on February 16th But if it were
entirely taught out by January 10th only
10 per cent could be drawn becnuso the
money is not In thotrensury Theroought
to be a change in tho law requiring sher ¬

iffs to pay In tho taxes by January 1st
This would relievo the difficulty At pres ¬

ent tho revenuo and school laws pull very
much like a bulky team and until they arc
made to harmonize we cm not expect to
see the present difficulty removed If wo
had n fund BUtlicieutly large and surely
thero onght to bo more effort to secure
such a fund the belter plan would be for
the slate to pay the teacher 60 much per
day as in most of tliostntcs thnt have more
perfect systems Our fund is not now
large enough nil will ndmit How shall
tho school fund throughout the state be in-

creased in order thut wo may have better
teachers und better school houses It is

nn open question whether or not there
should be ti heavier tux levied throughout
tho state The ninjoiity ol the most inter ¬

ested favor another plan ot which 1 shall
endenvor to speak in my next weeks arti-
cle
