We followed one road
to its termination in a camp covered
with decayed cypress slabs and a num-
ber of rotting log shanties that evidently
had not been used "senco befo' do wah."

Wo sat
down aud mado u hearty breakfast on
the com bread and meat which Abo, the
overseer of tho Branch place, had so
thoughtfully provided tho night before.

meal.

We reasoned, and, as it proved, cor-
rectly, that the swamp extended north
to the Savannah river, and, although it
promised hard traveling, the prospect of
its being comparatively safo decided us
to try it. Vti still carried our boots
slung over our shoulders, and, cutting
two poles to help us along and enable us
to tnko soundings, wo started off again.
Although wo occasionally encountered
sharp roots, tho Boft earth and frequent
pools were grateful to our feet, and our
spirits rose accordingly.

Tho pools Increased in number and the
ground became more spongy till noon.

when we reached a hummock that roso
out of the swamp liko an island, aud ap-

peared to be several acres in extont. 1

was about to suggest to Bell that we
take advantage of this place to finish
our rations aud get eoiuo sleep, for wo
had been marching continually for about
seventeen hours when wo wore brought
to a sudden halt by the clicking of a
riflo lock, and a hoarse volco from the
front doinanded;

"Who goes thar?'
"Friondsl" 1 replied ut a venture.
"Wharlsyoufrom?"
"Down tho river,'
"Savannah?"
"Yes."
"Desartlnr
"No, on furlough."
"What In h 1 brings you a hldln In

har, then?"
Beforo 1 could framo au answer to this

Bell shouted out, although wo could not
see the' man who challenged us:

"What in U 1 brings you uns a hidin
in har?"

"Wo ain't a hldln," and another rifle
barrel became visible besido the ono al
ready covering us from tho bushes,

"Wa'alj" continued Bell. "Yon una

hcz got the drop on we tins; so ir you
uns bo men nnd not doggoned skunks,
stop this foolin and hIiow yerselvus. Wo
uns ain't got no guns."

"An you don't wah to hov much of
anythin elso." This waH said with a
laugh, tho bushes were pushed aside, and
two men with long hair, shagiry beards
and ragged gray uniforms stood before
us. TliLho were evidently bomo of the
men for whom tho searchers were look-
ing, nnd from their appearance it was
certain that tho searchers could not
take them without u light, and not then
unless they had tho means of "toting'
them.

They approached us and shook hands
with that hearty camaraderie which 1

imagine is peculiar to all men who havo
set the laws at defiance and are rather
glad of it Ono of the two spoke with a
hearty Irish accent that Hounded pleas-
antly familiar, aud thero wai a humor-
ous twinkle in his gray eyes as lie said- -

I could not help laughing at tho wild
eensoof humor of theso two outlaws in
giving-t- each other titles that implied
their dominion of land and water, which
seemed to bo mixed up in equal parts iu
tho country around them. Thoy took
us to bo deserters, like themsels-es- , and
we fell in with and encourtiged this be-

lief during our stay on this romarkable
island. B.ick of tho lino of dwarf mag-
nolias there was a hut, with a roof slop-
ing to the ground, and a fire iu front.
Inside tho hut thero wero a half dozen
muskets, and tho belts, blankets and
ragged coats hangiug from tho pegs
hinted that these two men had compan-
ions in their retreat.

Bell aud 1 professod to bo E ist Ten-
nessee conscripts, and, while carefully
concealing our sympathies, we confessed
that wo thought tho war was near an
end, and that we wanted to get homo to
our friends. Wo told the major general
and the commodore what wo hud learned
about tho bcarchers, nor wero wo sur-
prised to find them far better informed
than ourselves. They cooked us homo
dinner, aud 1 recall that with our corn
bread wo had excellent fresh meat.
and it was, 1 nm very sure, either ' 'pos-
sum" or coon; but no matter tho name,
it was as pleasant a change from fat
pork as fat pork was from tho dry corn
bread of our prison days.

Our Hosts saw our fatigue and oursoro
feet, and the commodore gavo us a bark
wash for the latter while tho major gen-
eral was preparing our bed in tho hut.
After Bell and I lay down, which we did
without fear, ono of the men mado n
"smudge" that filled tho hut with smoko
and drove out tho uioMini toes, which hud
been very annoying. This was the first
entirely restful sleep wo had had sitico
our escape, for we know these men
would protect us us if wo wero of their
own baud.

I recall this sleep as the most refresh-
ing 1 had had since my capture in De-

cember, nnd 1 do not think it was equal-
ed in solid comfort in tho forty-thre- e

days, or rather forty-thre- e ulghts, which
wo spent in trying to get back to the
Union lines.

1 was the first to wake ur, and, with
the caution born of contact with danger,
1 rubbed my oyes and listened quiotly to
tho bound of voices that had disturbed
mo. It was dark, but the fact that there
was a group of men eating about tho firo
beforo tho hut told mo that it was either
Very early in tho morning or rather late
in tho evening, and I decided that it was
the latter. By rising on my elbow 1

could look across Bell and seo tho men
cooking und outing about tho firo. A
stalwart negro, with n shiny face and
the merest apology for a shirt, was doing
tho cooking, while tho major general and
tho commodore, with three other white
men, wero doing tho eating. Ono of tho
newcomers-sa-t with a paper in ono hand
and his back to the light, und whilo he
helped himself with tho other hand ho
read and made comments something
like this:

"Tho Chrnniclo does so lie, no on
can't hardly believe it when it tells tho
truth, but 1 reckon it ain't far wrong
'bout cur folks and tho Yanks. Jest listen
to this, boys: 'So far in this campaign
every move mado by Sherman has been
foiled by that master of strategy and
grand tactics, our own horoio Joo John-
ston. With tho coolness of Fabius and
tho audacity of Pompoy, ho has been
drawing the Yankees further and further
into his toil Ho led them from Rocky
Fuco ridgo and Dal ton to Calhoun
thoncodowu to Lost Mountain and Kene-ea-

und now on the banks of the classic
Chattahoochee ho is turning liko a lion
at bay, and when he strikes, as strike ho
will within a fow days, ho'll keop on
striking till tho Yankees are destroyed
orthelrBpIintoredfrugmentsaro captured
on tho banks of tho Ohio.' "

This and much more of the saino kind
tho man with tho paper read, and it
struck mo as not u 'llttlo curious that
while all these men wero undoubtedly
eouthoni in their sympathies, and showed
a decided dlsllko for tho Yunkeos, yot
they wero of ono mind and that tho cor
rect one as to the termination of the
war. Tho man whom I know and still
think of as "tho commodoro" appeared
to voice tho sentiments of his comrades
by saying, as nearly us I can recall:
