[ Death of Col. Alf. Allen,

HarmxsuurG, Ky, April 11.-
Allen died at Beard's Hotel, in this place
last Saturday morning at 11 o'clock.
| death was not s surprise to the communi-
| ty, ns he had been in feeble health for
more than a year. Many thoaght that
he could not hold up as long as he did,
on account of a general breaking down in
his system which was apparent to many
several months ago, DBut the Colonel
was o man of extraordinary physical en-
durance, and while his suflferings must
have been at times pretty severe, he
never exhibited much outwand signs of
complaint,
e seldom spoke of hig physical suilering,
but all along bore his atilictions patiently
and seemed to be ready for the end when
it came. A few days before his death,
his mind became unbalanced, and there
were times when he knew no one and
seemed to be unconscions of his surronnd-
imgs,  These symptoms wonld wear away
though in a short time when he would
be at himsell again,  On Thorgdey he
was ont on the street o while, and in the
forenoon walked as far down as the Cool
Spring,a point some distance below town,
This place has always been a favorite re-
sort of the Colonel’s, the aprin gheing on
his land,  He always claimed that it fur-
nished the best water in the world, and
like many other things around Hardins-
burg, he always thought them better
than could be fonnd anywhere else,  He
was particularly partial to his town and
Not through any fault of
pridle or selfishness, bat necount
mainly of his strong love
ment to them,

On  Friday morning he ate a little
breakfast, later the doctor called. and
found him gradunlly weakening, Stimu-
lants were administered and the doctor
left him in charge of his colored nurse,
Ih'l:r_\' Riley, The doctor had been
gone but a little while when Riley dis-
covered that Mr. Allen could not live
but a little while. The Colonel must
have felt so himself, for when he raised
up ont of his chair he extended his hana

his people,

to Riley and told him good-bye. His
dunghter Mary, who was at the hotel,

was then ealled into the room, and her
futher placed his hand upon her head
and pagsed to her a few words of affec-
tionate adieu, Others in the room were
Mr. It 8, Bkillman and Dr. A, M, Kinch-
c¢loe.  To each one Col, Allen extended
hig hand und bade them good-bye, He
axpired at 11:25,

To undertake here to give an extended
account of Col, Allen’s life can hardly
be expected. A man who has for so many
vears been in public lite, both as poli-
tician and lawyer, must, in order to do
him justice, require a more extended
potice than we feel able to give. Col.
\llen wag born in Hardinsburg in 1814,
His father, Joseph Allen, was for many
years clerk of the county court, and a
very good lnwyer besides, It was under
him that the Colonel received that
scholarly trnining which fitted him in
after years to digscharge the publie trasts
committed to his care. lHe served in
the Legislature in 1839, and was after-
wards Commonwealth’s Attorney, He
appointed to this office in 1840 by
James Clark.  He held it by ap-
pointment unull 1851, when under the
then new constitution he was elected to
the affice. It was about this time that
the celebrated Ward trial came up at
Elizabethtown, Judge Kinchelog was
then on the bench, It is said that the
Colonel's speech in this casé was, per-
haps, the ablest effort of his life, and it
won him great fame as an advoente at
the bar. He was elected to represent
Hanecock and  Breckenridge counties in
the Legislature in 15839, In 1859 he
made the race for Lientenant Governor
of the Btate, but was defeated, Ile was

Ws

Gov,

re-slected to the Legislature again in
1801, Abont this time the avil war

came on, and he became at onee an
carnest  worker for the Union cause in
the State, He wus associated with such
men as  James Speed, Joho M. Harlan,
Joseph  Holl and others prominent in
public affairs at that time, In 1808 he
waa appointed State Treasurer, and held
the office about two vears, He was then
uppointed Consul to China by President
Johnson, and remained abroad until
1804, when he wos re-called by President
Grani, HReturning to Louisvville he
gave up public life and again resumed
the practice of law. " He came to Har-
dingburg to live in 1878, and made this
his home up to his death, In 1880 he
united with the Methodist Church South,
and ever afterwards lived o consistent
Christinn life. After a long and uscful
prublic earcer he died at the age of 78,
